Asawoop Haur, Ang. 27, 1891,

There was the usual large attend-
ance of local buyers and salesmen, of
manufacturers and producers, of bank-
ers and loafers. Some came to do
business, others came to see business
conducted in a business like way. In
the absence of President Singleton,
the vice-president, Mr. R. Earl, of
Algonquin, occupied the chair.

There is little doubt that the mark-
et to-day has been looked forward to
with much interest by the producer
and the -exporter of cheese in this
country and by the importer and con-

For a few days past there has been an
undercurrent of anxiety in all the
markets of importance respecting
prices that will likely govern what is
well known as the fall make of goods.
The offerings were not large, many
of the salesmen keeping back a part of
their goods for a more convenient
season., There was 3,868 colored,
2,006 white, a total of 5,374 boxes.
Competition was keen among the buy-
ers. They all wanted goods, but all
did not get there. The ruling price
made was 9 18/16¢c. Although there
was more colored cheese than white
offered, there was but little if, indeed,
any difference made. One lot of 400
boxes of colored brought the extreme
price of 10}c. * It was explained thus :
One of the local buyers who has not
learned every turn in the trade ob-
tained an order to buy that particular
lot on best terms. He gave the bit of
news to another buyer who is inter-
ested in high figures, and he in turn
laid in with the crafty salesman. The
lan adopted worked like a charm.
