THE PLUNGER’S WOES.

Btock Market Victims—Recent Deprecia-
tions Wrought Will Spread Misery In -
Teronto—Wild Hunts for Margins.

Tragedies of the stock ‘market
wdlld form the subject of a woeful
narrative if only the operations of
the past two weeks - were recorded,
says The Torqnto Telegram. There
have been some fatal finishes to these
short cuts to wealth. :

A man is suddenly ‘transferred te
an institution where they curb vio-
lent citizens, and it réguires no wise
physician to diagnose the cause. A
lifeleks body is discovered in the
neighborhood of escaping gas or con-
tiguous to an able-bodied Smith &
Weston, and . the coroner’'s mind is
pretty nearly made up before he ar-
rives on the scene. Insanity and
death are extreme. resorts of despair-
ing speculators, but the city of To-
ronto can vouch for these nethods of
escape from relentlessly pursuing
margins.

Months ago Toronto knew that she
was stock mad. Investments in mar-
gins totalled such an enormous sum
that the Queen City took rank among
the first half-dozen cities of Amerida
as a speculative centre. All classes
of citizens sowed the wind and most
of them have reaped the whirlwind.
Of course it is those who can least
afford to lese who have bee¢n enguli-
ed in the rapid depreciation of stocks.
The man with wealth behind his mar-
gins may hold out until the panic
subsides, and serenely await the re-
covery of the market. For those wlo
rashly risked their all—and they are
legioni—there is not one break in the
clouds. Their investments disappear-
ed in an hour, a day or a week, ac-

cording to the stock they held and
their ability to support their mar-
gius. y

As for the patrons.of bucket shops,
they had hardly time to realize what
hit the. Their little margins were
swept away with the first bear blast,
and many there be who lament their
adventurous investments. ‘Among the
brokers the wreck, if not quite as

sudden, was almost as complete.
Small holders, who should have been
at their oflice desks, were rushing

»

friends to ‘“‘carry’
them. No large number of reliefs are
recorded, for as a rule the ‘“‘friends”’
had also pressing engagements with
their brokers, and  were themselves
gasping.

The past few days must have shown
any man who walks about with his
eyes open  that the city is honey-
combed with stock speculators;
Beardless youth and venerable age
are intermingled in frantic efforts to
cover their Inargins. Institutions
which would gasp at the thought ot
speculating clerks did not lack for
representation in the maelstrom of
misery that the collapse of the mar-
ket provoked. Families living hap-

pily and camfortably on the income
from small but securely invested
funds caught the stock fever, and in

many a pretty residential Toronto
street there are dismal fires to-night
An old gentleman who has been liv-
ing on one of the best uptown strects
for twenty years described his woes
thus:.— h

““It is hard on the young chap, but
see what it means to men-like me
The young man is knocked down, but
he has vitality enough to pick him-
self up and tackle life a wiser man
The old man falls gnd he has neither
the strength nor the spirit to rise.”’

What the stock market will do now
is a subject of keen interest to many

Tgronto speculators, but the great
majority have passed over to that
stage of dejection where they talk of

quotations and margins only in their
dreams. They have left the market
behind, or rather the market has left
them behind., Castles in the air have

faded before practical obligations
which seemncd mere trifles in the days
of buoyant inarkets

chance, more perilous than poker and
hardly less disastrous than the rou-
lette machine. Successful operators
represent but  a small fraction of
those who strand themselves upon
the rocks of their unreasoning cre-
dulity. A final analysis will con-
vince the thoughtful
that the shortest cut to wealth is the
longest way round—the road which

‘is traveled by faithful labor, by the

accumulation of savings, and by the
exorcise of sound buginess judgment
when a business opportunity presents
ftaclt,
