Snuff.—It takes one year to con 
vert tobacco into good enuff. The 
tobacco, after being u broken out” 
out of the huge hogsheads in which it 
is brought, is stemmed, broken by a 
machine into pieces about four inches 
in length, and is soaked for twenty- 
iour hours in strong brine. It is then 
hoisted up ,to great bins in the. upper 
part of the factory, and there is left 
to ferment and cure at least six 
months. Then it is dried in a steam

TUB PACFIC RAILWAY.

At a speech lately delivered at Watford, 
the Hon. Mr. Mackeazie thus defind the 
Railway policy of his Government:—

That bjll contains our policy. It authorizes 
us to procSd by a company, er to build the read 
by the direct action of the -Government. It 
gives us the most extensive powers that can 
be asked, subject to the^qne condition that 
every contract must be approved of by the 
House of Commons—and every contract has 
b-^en approved ef by the House of Common.^ 
and there is no dissent entered upon the jour­
nals of any single one of these gentlemen 
who are using this talk new. ‘ What was oer 
policy? What did we de in the matter ? It 
is of great consequence to the rest of the 
Dominion to get into the

1‘BAIHIE COUNTIW, 
which I believe is in future to be filled with 
millions. It is of great importance te On­
tario and to the whole Dominion, because of 
the extent of the population which can be 
pushed iu there when we have a railway 
through, our own territory. We got the con­
sent of Parliament to let certain sections. 
We built the road from Pembina to Winni­
peg, a distance ef about 65 miles, which is 
now all ready for the rails. We built that (36 
miles at a cost ef about $3,000 a mile. We 
let the grading ef 77 miles east of Red River 
at a cost of from $5,000 to $0,000 a mile. 
We have 116 miles under contract from Fort 
William west. The rails are laid upon some 
ten or fifteen miles now, and will be laid up­
on 25 miles probably this fall, and that 116 
miles will be completed at something less 
$12,000 a mile, including ballast and every­
thing else but rails. If the read had .been 
constructed where an exploratory survey was 
projected, from the Nipegou up the valley of 
Sturgeon River, which has a tortuous course, 
high banks, and as rocky as possibly could be, 
it would have taken at least $60,000 a mils' 
for the first 116 miles, which we can have 
completed for $12,000 a mile oa other route. 
We want, if we can afford it, te build in the 
North-west Territories, but the construction 
of it is made subject in the Blil to the con­
dition that it shall net increase the existing 
taxation oa the people. The moment we 
had the surveys completed to an extent to 
justify what we have done this year, we put 
an mlvertiseiuemt into the English and Cana­
dian papers iuviting intending contraetors to 
visit the country, believing that on visiting 
the lino where it is now located they would 
be able to give a more intelligent tender 
then by depending altogether on seeing the 
plans or the engineers. I do not know 
whether that will have this effect, but we do our 
duty in bringing it thus before the public. 
We intend this fall to have complete profiles

The Woodsteck Bridge matter is to all ap­
pearances as far from ablution as ever. There 
is little doubt that the Provincial Secretary, 
Surveyor General, and perhaps one or two 
other members ot the Executive agreed with 
Mr. Gihsori last week that the expense of the 
repairs should be borne jointly by the Govern­
ment and the Railway Company. The 
agreement contained other provisions, and we 
are informed was in effect as follows : The 
Company were to make all necessary repairs 
on the Bridge and were to complete that 
structure to the satisfaction of the Govern­
ment engineer ; they were to form a connec­
tion between the Woodstock Branch of the 
N. B. Railway and thè N. B. & Canada Rail­
way by the 1st of August next, and complete 
their main lige as far as Grand Falls in the 
fall of 1877. The Government on their part 
were to sheathe tho piers of t^e Bridge with 
iron where necessary, and pay half the ex­
pense of the repairs ; were to hand ever to 
the Company the grants of the lands which 
have been withheld, and to issue, grants for 
other portions ef the subsidy as soon as they 
were earned. Oa Monday last the Provincial 
Secretary accompanied we believe by the 
Surveyor General and the Hon. Mr. Perley, 
went to St. John to consult the Attorney 
General and their other colleagues. It is 
said that Mr. King took strong ground against 
the proposed arrangement and negotiations 
were in consequence broken off. On Tuesday 
the Hon. Messrs. Fraser, Kelly, Stevenson 
and Perley, accompltniéd by Mr." Perley C. B., 
went up to inspect the Bridge, probably as a 
preliminary step, to askiag for tenders for the 
repairs. Whether the Company are liable to 
refund to the Government the outlay which 
has become necessary, and can or will be 
compelled to do so are mattérâ yet to be 
determined.

Considerable chagrin was felt by the Hon­
orable irentleman who returned from St. Job* 
on Monday ; and one oTUbem, rumor has it, 
strongly denounced the one man system under 
which the advisers of the Lieutenant Governor 
are acting. There exists a serious misunder­
standing between certain members of the 
Government ; and no one need be surprised 

*^it resignations at any time, nor count very 
much upon them being no general election 
before the term of the present House is up, 
The only obstacle in the way of these things 
speedily happening is the doub\ in which 
certain gentlemen are between tho dangers 
involved iu such steps and those which 
threaten a continuance of the present state of 
things. Iu the choice of evils it is difficult 
to say which is the least. Take the case of 
the. Provincial Secretary. If it is true that 
he is chiefly responsible for the payment of 
the last $10,000 to the Company, and that 
his course in that respect cannot be justified, 
be can scarcely remain in office with his pre­
sent colleagues ; while to resign for such a 
reason, while it might precipitate the defeat 
of the Government, would be to step into 
political pbHvion. "In any administration but 
Mi*. King’s so serious a mistake, if it was one, 
on the part of a head of a department, woul£ 
not be tolerated by his colleagues ; but the fear 
of disaster makes them very forbearing to 
each others’faults. United they may stand 
a twelvemonth ; djvided they would tumble 
to pieces in a fortnight. As with Mr. Fraser 
so with the others. Eight out of the nine 
think they wouM do belief if it "were net fer 
Mr. Stevenson and his immigration muddle ; 
the same proportion imagine the Government 
ship would float safely if $Ir. Kelly and hie 
Public Works jobbery were thrown over- 
hoard ; eight think that the public would 
have more confidence in them if they had 
loss of a-tyrant for* leaden and if Càraquet 
had not been bungled. Each of the members 
without office is regarded by every one but 
himself as a source of weakness. Such is the 
compound which controls our local affairs : a 
medley which keeps together solely because 
its constituent members, are afraid te do any­
thing else. The waters of popular discontent 
are rising around them and they hold tightly 
to each other as it is said drewning men in­
stinctively will, though they know that 
neither can help the other. May their hands 
vertiain joined until tbe fulness of the flood 
tide comes.

Speaking fer the Gov­
ernment, be said it would not entertain any 
proposition to reverse the policy pursued by 
England for the last sixty years.

Trt.o is little change in the Servian cam­
paign. Tchervavefl’s prospects are brighter- 
tlian a week ago. The Turks evidently wish 
to pass Alexinntz and take Belgrade by a 
flank movement, but that purpose has besn 
checked by the advance of Iiarvatovick, and 
it is clear that they will have to fight a de­
cisive battle. There are no signs of abate­
ment in the warlike spirit of Servia.

Tweed is confined en the island of Saint 
Simon, in Vigo Bay, and is strictly watched 
by tbe custom house guards. At the expira­
tion of his quarantine he will surrendered to 
the United States representatives.

The [Herald's special confirms the arrest 
of Tweed in Spain, and says lie will be sur­
rendered by the Spanish authorities.

An eighty thousand dollar fire occurred 
on Saturday in Philadelphia in the immedi­
ate vicinity ef the Exhibition buildings» 
causing great fear of their destruction.

It is said that preliminary stepshare being 
taken for a new Extradition Treaty with 
England.

Tuesday.
At Doncaster to-day the races for the great 

Yorkshire handicap was won by Bersagiier, 
with Merry Duchess second, and Aglethorpe 
third.

Official despatches announce severe fighting 
on Sunday and Monday between Delgrad 
and Alexinatz in consequence of the Turks 
attempting to throw a bridge across-;: the 
Morava. They were unsuccessfnl. This move­
ment indicates that the Turks despair of 
taking Alexjnatz by a direct attack, and are 
seeking to get at the rear of its fortified lines.
A reinforcement of twelve thousand men has 
joined Tchernayeff at Delgrad. Yesterday 
hey gained the Turkish rear, where a com­

bined attack was made on the Turks. Fight­
ing ceased at nightfall without a decisive 
result, and was rene ved to-day. No later 
advices have been received.

Nothing id known at Belgrade respecting 
peace negotiations. Popular feeling still 
favors the continuance of war in preference 
to accepting humiliating terms of peace. 

Wednesday.
Merchants and business men in Cuba com­

plain of the arbitrary and unjust system of 
taxation. The property of prominent English 
importers of dry goods has been sequestered 
for the non-payment of the enormous war 
tax.

Several Turkish leaders in the atrocities 
in Bulgaria have been arrested and taken te 
Constantinople for trial.

The Turkish Government has promised to 
distribute $150,000 among Bulgarian sufferers.

The Standard's despatch from Belgrade 
says the answer of Turkey concerning con­
ditions of peace have been received, but is 
not yet effi^'illy communicated. Russia will 
nor permit Servia to accept Turkey’s terms.

The; question now is, when will Russia 
throw off the mask and openly prosecute the 
wav that she is actually waging, while pre­
tending to be merely Servia’s friend.

The St. Loger stakes, at Doncaster, were 
won by Petrarch ; Wild Tommy second, 
Julius Cæsar third. Kisber, the favorite at 
2 te 1, was not placed.

A Servia bulletin announces fighting 
yesterday between Alexinatz and Delgrad 
on the left banks of the Morava, which 
terminated in favor of tho Servians. No 
details have been received.

The reported arrest of Turkish officers 
implicatedWin the Bulgaria atrocities is 
confirmed.

The London Post, asupporterof the Govern­
ment, says : “We feel confident that Lord 
Derby’s and Mr. Elliot’s earnest interposition 
have not been without effect in securing the 
punishment of the guilty aft? relief for the 
sufferers.”

The Republicans of the Seventh Massachu­
setts District have nominated Gen. Butler 
for Congress.

Lucius Robinson has received the Demo­
cratic nomination for Governor of New York.

Mere massacres ef Black Hill miners by 
Indians are reported.

Thursday.
In the International Rifle contest at Creed- 

moor, yesterday, the Americans won the 300 
yards match, Scotchman won the 900 yards 
match, and in the 1,Q00 yards there was a 
tie between the Scotch and Irish teams.

Official bulletins from Belgrade indicate 
less confidence in the situation. There is 
great depression there already, and reports 
are current of fresh disaster to the Servian 
army.

The Standard?* special from Constantinople 
says the Sultan has not approved of the 
conditions of peace resolved upon bv tW 
Council of Ministers, and has ordered the 
question to be further considered by the 
Great Council which consists of eighty 
dignitaries. This is a cause of delay to the 
Porte’s answer to the European Powers.

A report, apparently trustworthy, is current 
that the war between Egypt and Abyssinia 
will be renewed,

Spain is threatened with another insur­
rection.

Saturday.
The Times say $ we are now passing through 

the time when momentous issues are hang­
ing in the balance. In thp fiddle of May 
the object of paramount importance vvas to 
prevent Servia and Montenegro from engag­
ing in war. In the middle of September 
the danger to be averted is the appearance 
of Russia as a belligerent, Every lever of 
peace must struggle against it. If Russia 
enters the lists, our diplomacy will doubtless 
become mere energetic, but nothing more. 
We are, however, dwelling on no unreal 
danger, when we declare the present moment 
big with the issue, whether the war cease or 
assume a new and more tremendous character.
