In Memoriam.

¥rom the Aroostook Pioncer, of the 21st
ult., we copy the following obituary notice
of the late Boardman J. Stevens, of Houl-
ton, Me. Deceased was a brother of Mr.
E. L. Stevens, foreman and manager of
the Sackville Iron Foundry, and of Mr.
G. M. Stevens and Mrs. Loretta Chase,
ot Amherst :—

In the death of Boardman J. Stevens
there has passed from life one of the most
enterprising and successful of the younger
business men of Houlton, and one whose
sterling qualities and pleasant ways have
won the respect and esteem of all and the
deep affection of many.

Mr. Stevens was born on the 28th day
of August, 1846, in the neighboring town
of Ludlow, then known as Belfast Aca-
demy Grant, and there passed his boyhcod
upon the homestead farm of his father,
the late James H. Stevens.

After the usual training of the farm and
district school, he came to Houlton village
a sturdy boy and clerked for a time in the
store of his cousin, Hudson T. Frisbie,
where he soon showed ‘great aptitude for
trade; and in the spring of 1867, on the
temporary retirement of Mr. Frisbie, he
succeeded, in company with Stephen L.
Tabor, to the business of the old ¢ Frisbie
Variety Store,” when he still lacked six
months of his majority.

The firm of Tabor & Stevens was dis-
solved after ome year, Mr. Stevens with-
drawing. He then went into the boot and

!'shoe trade with a five years’ lease of the

On the expiration of this
lease, being obliged to move, he purchased
the lot and built for himself the well-
known ‘* Blue Store,” since occupied by
him, at 29 and 41 Market Square.
