Aluminum Won’t Work.

INVENTOR EDISON SAYS NICKEL STEEL IS
TO BE THE COMING METAL,

Mr. Edison was asked athis laboras
tory a;few days ago if aluminum would
nociﬁ:h'a many of the problems of scis
ence when it ultimately became as

cheap as ivon, as 1t is soon destined to

‘No,” said he, ‘there is nothing in it.
No ntter how cheap it may become, it
will be of no practical use in machinery
or construction.”

‘How is that ¥’

‘Aluminum has no strength,” replied
Mr. Edison. = ‘You m ght as well use
lead. Itisassoft aslead. Itsonly
peculiarity is its lightness, and it will
only be useful - in making ornamental
objects. It has tallen in price from
some $15 a pound to pbout the cost of
brass, 60 cents a pound; and it is cheap-
er than brass becanse you can get more
to the pound. Having no strength,
this new metal, as it has been called, is
not available for machinery.’

‘Can it not B used for building

steamships 7'
‘No; because it lacks the strength
and weight does not count in the con~
struction of a ship. An alumir.un. ship
would’ hardly be stronger than one
made out of paper. It only gains
strength whea alloyed with some other
metal, like copper.’

‘What is the metel of the future ?

‘Nickel-steel is the coming thing,’
answered Mr. Edison, without hesita~
tion. ‘It consists of steel with an ad-
dition of about b per cent, of nickel,
which gives it ductility and increases its
hardness and resistance. It is now
used to some extent in battle-ships and
guns. It males splendid armor. The
Harveyized steel is one yariety of this
metal. Steel will erack.  Nickel-steel
you cannot erack.  Irop you can bore,
but nickel-steel is hard to bore.’

‘It will then make the burglar~proof
safe for which the world has been wait-

‘Noy' saidiydr. Edison, ‘you can no
more make a K rglar proof safe than an
unsinkable ship. ~ Even with
which you can neither bore nor crack,
the bprglar with a dynamite cartridge
has it at his mercy. The burglar can
carry in his pocket what is equal to 100
horse power.  Ten pounds of coal may
have the same horse power as a dynu-
mite cartridge, but the coal in burning
expends the power over: a long time,
while the dynamite coucentrates it in a
fraction of u second. No sooner is some
new resisting substance found than we
2o to work to learn how to- destroy it.
This is the histury of armor and guns,
and they are experimenting as to how
the nickelsteel armor wmay be pierced.
Indeed nickel-steel has already been
turned against itself, and is being made
into guns, for which it s admirably
adapted. The modern battleship with
nickel-steel armor gainsn space, and
strength and lightness.’— New York

Why all Foam is White.

a safe

The question as to why all foam is
white is not an easy one to understand,
but the fact is thut foam is always white
whatever may be the color of the bevers
age-itself. The froth produced on the
bottle of the blackest ink is white, and
would be perfectly so were it not tinged
to a certain extent by particles of the
liquid, which the babbles hold in me-
chanical suspension.

As to the eanse of this whiteness, it is
sufficient to say that it is due to the
large uumber of reflectings surfaces
formed by the €oam, for it’is these sur-
faces which, by reflecting the light, pro~
duce upon our eyes the impression of
white. If we remember that ull hodies
owe their colors to the rays of the light,
which they eannot absorb, and all bodies
which reflect all the light they receive,

give the froth a white appearance.

1t is for the same rveason that any
very fine powder appears white, even
the blackest marble, when ground to
dust, losing every trave of its original
color,
