or give him a thousand marks to pay the
fine ; and, helpless and hopeless of any
relief, he retired from the presence of
the duke in the custody of a jailer.

‘The states of Syracuse and Ephesus

being at variance, there was a cruel law
made at Ephesus, ordaining that if any
merchant of Syracuse was seen in the
city of Ephesus he was to be put to
death, uniess he could pay a thousand
marks for the ransom of his life.
: Egeon, an old merchant of Syracuse,
i was discovered in the strects of Ephesus,
jand brought before the Duke, either to
:pny this heavy fine, or to receive sen-
i tence of death,

<Egeon had-.no igoney to pay the fine,
and the Duke, before he pronounced the
sentence of death upon him, desired himn
to relate the history of his life, and to tell
for what cause he had ventured to come
to the city of Ephesus, which it was
death for any Syracusan merchant to
enter.

~Egeon said that he did not fear to die,
for sorry had made him weary of his life,
but that a heavier task could not have
been imposed upon him than to relate
the events of his unfortunate life. He
then began his own history, in the follow-
ing words :

“I was born at Syracuse, and brought
up to the profession of a merchant. I
married a lady, with whom I lived very
happily, but being olLliged to go to
Epidamnium, I was detained there by
my business six months, and then, finding
I should be obliged to stay some time
longer, I sent for my wife, who, as soon
as she- arrived, was brought to
bed of two sons, and what was very
strange, they were both so exactly alike
that it was impossible to distinguish the
one from the other. At the same time
that my wife was brought to bed by these
twin boys, a poor woinan in the inn where
my wife lodged was brought to bed of
two sons, and these twins were as much
like each other as my two sons were.
The parents of these children being ex
ceeding poor, I bought the two Loys, and
brought them up to attend upon my
sons.

“My sons were very fine children, and
my wife was not a little proud of two such
boys ; and she daily wishing to return
home, I unwillingly agreed, and in an
evil hour we  got on shipboard ; for we
had not sailed abeve a league from Epi

damnium before a dreadful storm arose,
which continued with such violence that
the sailors; seeing no chance of saving
the ship, crowded into the boat to save
their own lives, leaving us alone in the
ship, which we qyery moment expected
would be destroyed by the fury of. the
storm.

“The incessant weeping of wy wife,
and the piteous complaints of the pretty

babes, who, no: knowing what to fear,
wept for fashion because they saw their
mother weep, filled me with terror for
them, though I did not for inyself fear
death ; and all my thoughts were bent to
contrive means for their safety. I tied
my youngest son to the end of a sinall
spare mast, such as sea-faring men pro-
vide against storms; at the other end I
bound the youngest of the twin slaves,
and at the same time I directed my wife
how to fasten the other children in like
manner to another mast. She thus hav-
ing the care of the two eldest children,
and [ of the two younger, we bound our-
selves separately to these masts with the
children ; and but for this contrivance
we had all bgen lost, for the ship split on
a mighty rock and was dashed in pieces ;
and.we, clinging to these slender masts,
were supported above the water,where I,
having the care of two children, was un-
able to assist my wife, who with the other
children was soon separated from me;
but whi'e they were yet in my sight
they were taken up by a boat of fisher-
men, from Corinth (as I supposed;) and,
seeing them in safety, [ had no care but
to struggle with the wild sea waves, to
preserve my dear son and the youngest
slave. At length we in our turn were
taken up by a ship,and the sailors, know-
ing e, gave us kind welcome and as-
sistance, and landed us in safety at
Syracuse; but from that sad hour I have
never known what became of my wite
and eldest child.

“My youngest son, and now my only
care, when he was eighteen years of age
began to be inquisitive after his mother
and his brother, and often importuned
me that he might take his attendant,
the young slave, who had also lost his
brother, and go in search of them. At
length I unwillingly gave consent; for
though I anxiously desired to hear tidings
of my wife and eldest son; yet in sending
my younger one to find them [ hazarded
the loss vi him also. It is now seven
years since my son left me; five years
have T passe:l in travelling through the
world in search of him; [ have been in
farthest Greece, and through the bounds
of Asia, and, coasting homeward, [ land-
ed here in Ephesus, being unwilling
to leave any place unsought that harbors
men; but this day must end the
story of my life, and happy should I think
myself in my death, if [ were assured my
wife and sons were living.”

Here the hapless /Egeon ended the ac:4
count of his misfortunes ; and the duke,
pitying this unfortunate father, who had
brought upon himself this great peril by
his love for his lost son, said, if it were
not against the laws, which his oath and
dignity did not permit him to aler, he
would freely pardon him ; yet instead of
dooming him to instant death, as the
strict letter of the law required, he would
give himn that day to try if he could beg
or borrow the money to pay the fine,

This day of grace did seem no great

Syr , he would have been in the
same danger that his father was, but by

fortune he met a- friend who told
him the peril an old merchant of Syra-
clise was in, and advised himn to pass for
a merchant of Epidamnium: this Anti-
pholis agreed to do, and he was sorry to
hear one of his own countrymen was in
this danger, but he little thought this
old merchant was his own father.

The eldest son of Zgeon (who must
be called Antipholis of Ephesus, to dis-
tinguish him from his brother Antipholis
of Syracuse,) lad lived at Ephesus twenty
years, and, being a rich man, was well
able to have paid the money for the
ransom of his father’s life; but Antipholis

w nothing of his father, being so
x:bng when he was taken out of the sea
with his mother by the fishermen that
he only remembered lie had been so
preserved, but he had no recollection
of either his father or his mother; the
fishermen who took up this Antipholis
and his mother and the young slave
Dromio having carried the two children
away from her (to the great grief of that
unhappy lady), intending to sell them.

Antipholis and Dromio were sold by

them to the Duke Menaphon, a famous
warrior, who was uncle to the Duke of
Ephesus, and he carried the boys to
Ephesus, when he went to visit the duke
his nephew. -
The Duke of Ephesus taking a liking
to young Antipholis, when he grew up,
made him an officer in his army, in which
he distinguished himself by his great
bravery in the wars, where he saved the
life of his patron the duke, who reward-
ed his merit by inarrying him to Adriana,
a rich lady of Ephesus: with whom he
was living (his slave Dromio still attend-
ing him) at the time his father came
there.

Antipholis of Syracuse, when he parted
with his friend, who advised him to say
he came from Epidamnium, gave his
slave Dromio some money to carry to the
inn where he intended to dine, and in
the mean time he said he would walk
about'and view the city, and observe the
manners of the people.

‘Dromio was a pleasant fellow, and when
Antipholis was dull and melancholy, he
used to divert himself with the odd
humors and merry jests of his slave, so
that the freedoms of speech he allowed
in Dromio were greater than is usual be-
tween masters and their servants.

When Antipholis of Syracuse had sent
Dromio away, he stood a while thinking
over his solitary wanderings in search of
his mother and his brother, of whom in
no place where he landed could he hear
the least tidings; and he said sorrowfully
to himself, “ I am like a drop of water in
the ocean, which, seeking to find its
fellow-drop, loses itself in the wide sea.
So I unhappily, to find a mother and a
brother, do lose myself.” .

While he was thus meditating on his
weary travels, which had 'hitherto been
80 useless, Dromio (as he thought) re-
turned. Antipholis, wondering that he
came back so soon, asked him where he
had left the money. Now it was not his
own Dromio, but the twin brother that
lived with Antipholis of Ephesus, that he
spoke to. The two Dromios and the two
Antipholises were still as much alike as
Z/Egeon had said they were in their in-
fancy; therefore no wonder Antipholis
thought it was his own slave returned,
and asked him why he came back so soon.
Dromio replied, “My mistress sent me to
bid you come to dinner. The capon
burns, and the pig falls fro.n the spit,
and the meat will be all cold if you do
not come home.” &“These jests are out
of season,” said Antipholis ; “where did
you leave the money?” Dromio still an-
swering that his mistress had sent him to
fetch Antipholis to dinner: “What mis-
tress?” said Antipholis. “Why, your
worship’s wife, sir,” replied Dromio.
Antopholis having no wife, he was very
angry with Dromio, and said, “Because I
familiarly sometimes chat with you, you
presume to jest with me in this free man-
ner. 1am not in a sportive humor now;
where is the money? We béing stran-
gers here, how dare you trust so great a
charge from’your own custody?” . Dromio
hearing his master, as he thought him,
talk of their being strangers, supposing
Antipholis was jesting, replied, merrily,
“I pray you, sir, jest as you sit at dinner;
I had no charge but to fetch you home,
to dine with my mistress and her sister.”
Now Antipholis lost all patience, and
beat Dromio, who ran home, and told his
mistress that his master had refused to
come to dinner, and said that he had no
wife.

Adriana, . the wife of Antipholis of
Ephesus, was very angry when she heard
that her husband said he had no wife;
for she was of a jealous temper, and she
said her husband meant that he loved
another lady better than herself; and she
began to fret, and say unkind words of
Jjealousy and reproach of her husband;
and her sister Luciana, who lived with
her, tried in vain to persuade her out of
groundless suspicions.

Antipholis of Syracuse went to the inn,
and found Dromio with the money in
safety there, and seeing his own Dromio
he was going again to chide him for his
free jests, when Adriana came up to him,
and not doubting but it was her husband
she saw, she began to reproach him for
looking strange upon her (as well he
might, never having seen his angry lady
before;) and then she told him how well
he loved her before they were married,
and-thatb now he loved some other lady
instead of her. “How comes it now, my
husband,” said she, “Oh, how comes it,
that I have lost your love ?” “Plead you
to me, fair dame ?” said the astonished
Antipholis. It was in vain he told her
he was not her husband, and that he had
been in Ephesus but two hours: she in-

sisted on his going home with her, and
)\ntipholis at last, being una¥le to get
away, went with her to lhis brother's
house, and dined with Adriana and her
sister, the one calling him husband, anil
the -other brother, he, all amazed, think-
ing he must have been married to her in
his sleep, or that he was sleeping now.
/And Dromio, who followed thein, was no
less surprised, for the cook-maid, who
was his brother’s wife, also claimed him
for her husband.

While Antipholis of Syracuse was din-
ing with his brother’s wife, his brothet,
the real husband, returned liome to din-
ner with his slave Dromio; but the ser-
vants would not open the door, because
their mistress had ordered them not to
admit any company ; and when they re-
peatedly knocked, and said they were
Antipholis and Dromio, the maids laugh-
ed at them, and said caat Antipholis was
at dinner with their mistress, and Dro-
mio was in the kitchen ; and though they
almost knocked the door down, they
could rot gain admittance, and at last
/Antipholis went away very angry, nnid
strangely surprised at hearing a gentle-
‘man was dining with his wife. |

When Antipholis of Syracuse had fin-
ished his dinner, he was so preplexeil
at the lady’s still persisting in
calling him  husband, and at hear-
ing that Dromio had also been claimed
by the cook-maid, that he left the house
assoon as he could find any pretense
to get away; for though he was very much
pleased with Luciana, the sister, yet the
jealous-tempered Adriana he dislikeil
very much, nor was Dromio at all better
satisfied with his fair wife in the kitchen;
therefore both master and man were
glad to get away from their new wives ds
fast as they could.

The moment Antipholis of Syracuse
had left the house, he was met by a gold-
smith, who, mistaking him, as Adriana
had done, for Antipholis of Ephesus,
gave him a gold chain, calling him by
name; and when Antipholis would have
refased the chain, saying it did not bg-
long to him, the goldsmith replied he
made it by his own orders; and wert
away, leaving the chain in the - hands of
Antipholis, who ordercd his man Dromio
to get his things on board a ship, nat
choosing-to stay in a place any longer
where he met with such strange adven-
tures that he surely thougnt himselt
bewitched. ‘
The goldsmith who hal given the
chain to the wrong Antipholis, was af-
rested immediately after for a sum of
money he owed; and Antipholis, the
married brother, to whom the goldsmith
he had given the chain, happened fo
come to the place where the officer was
arresting the goldsmith, who, when he
saw Antipholis, asked him to pay for the
gold chain he had just delivered to him,
the-price amounting to nearly the sante
sum as that for which he had been ap-
rested. Antipholis denying the haviig
received the chain, and the goldsmith
persisting to declare that he had buta
few minutes before given it to him, they |
disputed this matter a long time, both
thinking they were right, for Antipholis
knew the zoldsmith never gave him the
chain, and. so like were the two brothers,
the goldsmith was as certain he had de-
livered the chain into his hands, till st
last the officer took the goldsmith away
to prison for the debt he owed, and at
the same time the goldsmith made the
officer arrest Antipholis for the price of
the chain; so that at the conclusion of
their dispute, Antipholis and the mer-
chant were Loth taken away to prison to-
gether. ;

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After some discussion the returns were
adopted and a bill founde.l thereon was
introduced.

A resolation authorizing the Govern-
ment to contract a loan for the Pacific
Railway purposes was also passed.

The railway act- amendment bill was
read a third time and passed.

Another resolution was adopted
authorizing the government to make a
frce grant of 6,400 acres per mile in
Manitoba and 12,800 acres in the - North-
west Territories in aid of the construction
of a railway from Manitoba to the Hud:
son's Bay.

After recess the bill to amend the
License act of last session was taken up.
Mr. Weldon pointed out that the Gov-
ernment had promised that penalties
under the act were to be suspended, and
he could not see any use in wasting the
time of the House in amending an act
that was not put in force, and which
would probably be pronounced uncon-
stitutional. 3

The bill was passed through committee.
Some important amendments will be
proposed on the third reading.

Sir Richard Cartwright stated that the
proposal meant a large increase of useless
expenditure and the saddling of another
lot of unnecessary officials upon the
country. lle moved the six months
hoist, which was lost 100 te 54.

After recess the House went into com-
mittee on the Scott Act amendment bill.
A number of amendments of a minor na-
ture was proposed in the committee and
lost. On motion for the third reading,
Mr. Ives moved an amendment to per-
mit municipalities, which have been in-
corporated within counties which have
adopted the Scott Act or the Dunkin Act
to repeal the act without the necessity of
a general election over the whole county.
The amendment was lost by 99 to 55.
The bill was then passed. :
On motion of Sir John Macdonald the
francltise and factory bille. were with-
drawn. !
The railway subsidy bill was passed
through committee. On the paragraph
respecting the Miramichi Valley Railwdy,
Mr. Weldon urged that the subsidy voted
last year for this work should be con-
tinued and not withdrawn. The North-
ern Railway Company had gone to
considerable expense in preparing to
carry out the work, and to withdraw the
subsidy now would be a gross breach of
faith. The claims of the south side of
Miramichi River should be considered as
well as those of the north side.
