Rote India-Rubber is Ob- 
tamed.

A correspondent ol the Boston Com­
mercial Bulletin, writing from the 
Amazon river, Brazil, gives the follow­
ing account of the method of gather­
ing rubber, as lately observed by him. 
The process, iu many respects, re­
sembles the method of obtaining sugar 
from the maple trees i.i Vermont:

“ At last we arrived at the encamp- 
mem, which seemed to he on an island 
in a vast archipelago. Ttuugh the In­
dians divided tlie water into river, 
creek, and lagomi, the taller formed 
hy Ihe overflow in ihe rainy season, 1 
could not perceive the distinction. In 
some instances ihe lagoons appeared 
to have a cun eut, while tbe rivers bad 
none, but 1 accepted their names.

“There were ahnuflaiifcgroves of 
rubber trees in all directions, and men 
women, and children were engaged in 
collecting the rubber, *ith more 
method iu ineir labors than I should 
have expected among sqcIla rude aud 
savage people. Each one had a cer­
tain number of trees allotted to him, 
which he bored with an auger. He 
then inserted in the hole a piece of 
hollow cane. To the hark of the tree 
he fastened will; niud a shell of the 
terrapin, or of a large clam, lound in 
some $>f these rivers. These serve to 
catch the liquid. When it drips from 
the cane il i» white as milk, but thick­
er or with more body.

“ A trough dug out of a log is sta­
tioned in a central point, and when 
the trees are all tapped, the man goes 
his rounds, watching the shells and 
pouring the contents, when lull, into 
the trough. Toward sunset a the is 
made of leaves and twigs, upon which 
is thrown the fruit of,a certain kind of 
palm, which gives forth a dense smoke.

“ A small round hlaoed paddle, like 
those used in the canoe, is dipped 
into the milk, aud turned over once or 
twice. It is then drawn out, covered 
with the coaling of the liquid gum, 
r.nd hehi at once in the smoke of the 
fire, which hardens ai d al»o darkens 
ihe coating. It is again plunged into 
the milk and again smoked, and this 
process is kept up until the blade of 
ihe paddle is covered au inch to an 
inch and a half in thickness. A knife 
is passed along one edge of the blade 
and the mass removed. It appears in 
»hape like a shoemaker’s lapstoue with 
a sort of nozzle on one side. In this 
state it is shipped. From one of these 
lumps of commercial gum the different 
coalings may he readily detached.”
