CIRCUMSTANTIAL EVIDENCE.

GAVE THEM HIS EYE.
How a Frontiersman Astounded the 

Indians and Saved His Like.

During 1881-’2 Mr. Rowe resided in 
the Black Range Country, New Mexico, 
and while there nad about as close a 
cill from death at the hand* of Apache 
Indians as any man who entered the 
domain of the savage and the r ia ue forth 
with scalp ilitaçt, according to the ac­
count given by the Butte (Mon.) Miner.

Like all others who went to that local­
ity while the mineral excitement there 
was going oil, Mr. Rowe war prospecting, 
and made Ins headquarters in a l.ttle 
gully leading up from Wild Horse Can­
on. One bright morning in June of 
1882 he threw a pick over one shoulder 
and a gun over the other and left the 
camp in search of the golden treasure, 
little expecting that behind a cliff of 
rocks almost diiectly in his path lurked 
the Yictoria-Niaua combination of 
Apache cut-throats. With the excep­
tion of Geronimo, who is now sojourning 
at Fort Marion, Fla., for acts of deviltry 
committed while on the warpath, Vic­
toria and Niana were the most noted 
Apache chiefs that ever murdered a 
sheep-herder or set t prairie tire, and 
to fall into their clutches was supposed 
to lie sure death.
