Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over IS years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land iu Manitoba. Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lauds Agency or eub- 
Agency of the district, Kuiry by proxy may 
be made at any agency ou certain conditions, 
by father, mvtiier. sou. daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties-Six mouths' residence upon and 
cultivation of the kind in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
kU. houieetead ou a farm of at least SO acres, 
solely owned and occupied by blui or by his 
lather, mother, sou ùaughior, brother of sis­
ter.

In certain conditio*:-* a Iwmesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside lib, liomestoud. Price $3.00 per acre. 
Duties—Must reside six mouilla lu each of 
six years from date of homestead entry (in­
cluding the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
stead right izid cannot ohMiu a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead iu certain 
«Mc*. P.-lce $3.0i) per acre Duties—Must 
rtside six mouths in eevh of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$3i'6.tk>.

The two Montreal young women, Tes- 
si«* Du y am* y and Josephine Lamoureux, 
who pleaded guilty while acting as 
agents of Toliuan to lending money at 
an extortionate rate of interest, came 
before Mr. Justice Trenholme. and were 
fined five hundred dollars each, or not 
more than three months in jail if the 
fines are not paid.

Bewildered by the rush and noise 
of the evening home-going traffic, an 
old white-headed man ran in front of 
a Queen street car nearly opposite the 
City Hall. Toronto, last night and was 
almost instantly* killed. He was hit by 
the fender and his head struck the pave­
ment with an awful force, fracturing his

skull in a horrible manner. Although 
still breathing when picked up, he died 
in the ambulance on the way to St. Mi­
chael's Hospital.

Representative Mann introduced into 
the U. S. Congress a bill to make it a 
crime for any person to aid, entice or 
force any female to go from one State 
to another -for immoral purposes, whe­
ther with or without her consent ; with 
a penalty of five years’ imprisonment or 
a fine of *5.000. if the girl Ik* under tho 
age of 18 years the penalty is doubled.

Hvman J. E. Eliasoph and David 
Sliaer, found guilty in the Court of 
King's Bench, Montreal, of disposing 
of their jfroperty for the purpose of de­
frauding their creditors, were sentenced 
by Me. Justice Trenholme. On Sheer he 
imposed*a fine of *800 or six months* 
imprisonment. In the case of Eliasoph 
he was more severe, condemning him to 
pay a fine of $800 with three months’ 
imprisonment, and in default of payment 
six mouths more.

His cer­
tificate was suspended for nine months.

Ruth, iii., 9-10 aud 
Luke, vii., 37-8. The preacher, after 
showing how the proposal of Ruth to 
her kinsman, Boar., had divine sanction, 
aud referring to the fact that Queen 
Victoria proposed to Prince Albert, said 
he saw no valid reason why a woman 
should not propose to the man she loved.

CHINA LEADS 
THE WORLD I

In Producing Staunch Moral and s
Honorable Men.___

So Declared J. J. Scott In Lecture | 
on the Orient

la Not Enthusiastic About i
Canada’s Naval Policy.

“China produces more staunch, moral, 
honorable men than any other country 
in the world,” declared J. J. Scott, K. C., * 
who lectured entertainingly on the 1 
Orient laat night under the anispices of 
the Men’s Asociation of Central Presby- 
terian Church, to a small but appréciât- ; 
ivc audience. The address was illuetmt* 
ed with a number of excellent views | 
taken by iMr. Scott during his recent 
visit to China.

For an hour or more the speaker held \i 
the marked attention of his auditors, 
while he imparted a mass of information *■ 
of educational value and aroused them ; 
with humorous stories and experiences.

The reason he chose China as his sub- ■* 
ject, he explained, was because of the i 
wonderful effect the people of that coud- S 
try would have on the world in the fu- 5 
ture.

“The people,” he said, “are divided into 
three classes. There is the higher close, *. 
the Viceroys and so forth. The less said 8 
about them the better. Their salaries 
are about £50 a year and the rest ip £ 
“squeeze.” They have a rake-off on 
everything that passes through their I 
hands. There is the coolie, or lower elaat, ^ 
and it is most of that, type who come < 
to this country, and there is the greet l 
middle class, the best clutracier® found a 
anywhere in the world. They are bright, » 
honorable, moral, intelligent people, with 
wonderful endurance.”

Mr. Scott explained that he intended a 
no offense in any of his humorous re- * 
marks, for he had the highest regard fog 8 
the people of China as a whole. In all 4 
his travel®, he said, he had never seen à ■' 
German worship. This was explained bar : 
th«* fact that these ships were built with *; 
coal-carrying capacity for five or six 2 
days, just long enough to cross the North : 
Sea.

**1 was rather shocked.” he said, “when * 
1 returned home, to find that Canada 
was building ships of this type to stay - 
in the harbors when the fighting is going * 
to be iu the North Sea. But perhaps ; 

Where '£ 
we want the ships, though, is where they f 
can be. not where they cannot be.” g

including the murder of Baron von Ket- ;

“The Government in China,” he said, f 
“thinks that one. of the greatest mi*r 
takes the western nations make is siding 
in with one religion and making enemies 
of the other. The Chinese Government § 
insists oil controlling spiritual as well as v 
temporal affairs. All religions belong to 
it and it makes enemies of none.**

Referring to the curious burial eus- S 
toms, he said. thaï, when a Chinese wall 
asked if he really believed that, the sptf-;;' 
it-s partook of the delicacies laid on th(9 
grave of the deceased, his reply wa^ 
“They eat as much as your dead smefl 
the flowers place«l on their graves.”*

They have a great scheme in China for 
saving money building prisons. When 
the present prisons become filled the 
mandarin visits them, dismisses those 
charged with light offences, and the 
balam-e are taken off to the execution 
grounds and beheaded, so that by night ‘ 
t here is no lack of prison ac«x>mmodation.
It avoids a lot of red tape and saves
