The death of Jamee De Wolfe Spurr, one 
of St. John’s highly esteemed oitlzens, 
took place with tragic suddenness early 
oh Saturday afternoon. In a train shed at 
the Union depot. He was stricken with 
heart failure and dropped dead just as he 
was abont to board a train.

Rain worth millions of dollars fell during 
the past twenty-four hour® in Manitoba 
and southern and oantral ^asfrato^ei 
It will probably prove the saving of the 
oat crop which in many parts looked like 
a complete failure. Oats had been put in 
after the wheat and had not got sufficient 
start before the dry weather oame. Con­
sequently they headed oqt with the straw 
so short as to ma|te it almost impossible to 
out, and the grain gave promise of being 
light and poorly filled. Rain will give 
the crop a fresh it§rtf and should bring 
the oat yield up to the ayefage of the ^ast 
decade. Rain has aided the wheat orpp 
too, and will probably add as much as two 
or three bushels an acre to such of the 
crop as is not too far advanced to benefit.
