War Prisoner Sfyot

London, June 24—A despatel: 
to Reuters Telegram Company 
from Petrograd says; Although 
the buildings in Lemberg were 
left intact, the engineers effec­
tively destroyed the roads behind 
the retiring Russians, The rear 
guard corps were brilliantly 
handled and gained invaluable 
time by delaying the Austro 
Germans four miles northwest of 
Lemberg and also to the west 
and south of the city.

This in substance is as follows: 
While the prisoners of war in the 
detention camp here were being 
conducted to the compound for 
physical exercise one of them, 
Fritz Clauz by name, assulted 
one of the internment camp 
police, knocking him insensible 
The guard was called to quell 
the mutiny, and in the melee 
which followed the originator of 
the trouble was shot dead, and 
four of the other prisoners more 
or less seriously wounded.
