The deceased had 
been sent up from Laniont to the 
Sanitarium, but when it was seen 
that he was in the last stages of tuber­
culosis he was removed to the Isola­
tion hospital and cared for there. The 
funeral arrangements are not yet de­
cided.

It has Is-cn reported that there is con­
siderable duck shooting being carried on 
around Big Lake near St. Albert. As 
this is the clo-e season for ducks every 
sportsman shonld be interested in seeing 
that the game laws are strictly enforced. 
It is also rumored that some half breeds 
have lieen collecting duck eggs oround 
Big Lake which is also a violation of the 
law.

C. C. McCaul, K.U., returned to the 
cipr yesterday from Lethbridge and 
Southern Alberta. He reports the 
counery south of Calgary, especially 
between Sheep Creek and High River 
and from Nanton to near Macleod, 
looking fine, seeding far advanced, 
and the winter wheat already showing 
up on many of the farms in the neigh­
borhood of Leavings. Mr. McCaul 
has been retained with Mr. Colin 
Macleod, to conduct the defence of 
the C.P.R. telegraph operator, Mui- 
lin, charged with manslaughter, whose 
trial is set for the Macleod sittings, 
beginning May 5th. Mullin was oper­
ator at Fincher Creek, and on the 
night of December 22nd last. A spe­
cial freight, eastbound, passed ' the

PURCHASING RIGHT OF WAY.

Geo. H. Pope, right of way pur­
chasing agent of the G.T.P., in the 
west, arrived in the city yesterday, 
and is a guest at the Alberta hotel, 
Mr. Popè’ti work is nearing comple­
tion near the city of Edmonton. He 
has practically completed the pur­
chase of the right of way as far west 
as the land is surveyed. The balance 
of the right of way being tlirough un­
surveyed government property will be 
obtained direct from the government 
by the G.T.P,

Mr. Pope stated that he had expe­
rienced very littiç active opposition 
in the purchase of the right of why. 
Some ol the property owners objected 
at first to the price offered. Mr. Pope, 
however ,took action through the 
courts, and obtained immediate pos­
session of the property in question, so 
as not to delay grading operations. 
Some of the owners were determined 
to have the question of the price of 
their property submitted to arbitra­
tion,. but tlie majority of them finally 
thought better of it, and accepted the 
price offered. As an example of. this, 
Mr. Pope cited the case of several 
property owners west of the city who 
at Just demanded $4,000 for their 
property. When they found that the 
railway company was determined to 
submit the question of the price to 
arbitration, in which case, if they 
lost, they would bejiable for the costs 
of the proceedings they came down in 
the price and finally accepted $1,800. 
Mr. Pope said the chief cause of de­
lay in closing out the whole matter 
was the absence of many of the pro­
perty owners. They were scattered 
about An various parts of the world, 
and considerable time was consumed 
in negotiating with them.

RATES TO STOCK SHOW.

iog a Climax.DEATH OF C. DE W. MACDONALD
(From Thursday’s Bulletin.)

One of the most brilliant scholars 
and linguists of Canada passed away 
in the city last night in the person 
of Chas. De W. Macdonald, a mem­
ber of the legal firm of Macdonald, 
McKinnon and Cogswell, and a well- 
known citizen of Edmonton for the 
past tea yea»». The. late Mr. Macdon­
ald, who was 54 years of age, had 
been in. failing, health for some time 
and during thÜ past few weeks his 
end was a not unexpected at any 
time. He leaves to mourn a wife and 
four children, two soi^s and two 
daughters, the eldest of ! whom is six­
teen years of age.

The late Mr. Macdonald was born 
ill Pictou, N.S., on October 23rd, 1854. 
He was the tides t son of the daté Hon. 
-X- C. Macdonald, for many years 
speaker of the N. S. House of Assem­
bly. At the age of twelve years ins 
father died, leaving liim the sole sup­
port ol the family. He lin'd early 
showed remarkable brilliancy in his 
studies, and at tke age of fifteen lie 
graduated from Dalliousie University, 
Halifax, N.S., witli the degree of B. A. 
and honors in classics and literature. 
A year or two later he received the 
degree of M.A. as the result of a 
scholarly .thesis. He was admitted to 
the Nova Scotian bar on the 6th or 
November, 1875, a few days after he 
had .reached his 21st birthday, but he 
had passed his law examinations sev­
eral years previously. He practised 
the legal profession in lib home town 
of Picton for some time, and was 
also in addition editor of the Picton 
News. vLatcr lie removed to Halifax 
and formed a partnership with H. L. 
Jones, son of ex-Govcruor Jones, of 
that province.

Ten years ago Mr. Macdonald came 
to Edmonton, where lie has since re­
sided. For a lengthy period lie acted 
as Dominion Crown Prosecutor for 
this district and has been connected 
with a large number of very import­
ant legal suits. In 1905 he entered 
into partnership with D. H. McKin­
non, and some time later E. B. Cogs­
well joined the firm.

Mrs. Macdonald was formerly Miss 
Sophie Robinson, daughter of W. B. 
Robson, of St. John, N.B. The de­
ceased also is survived by two sisters 
and one brother, a civil engineer at 
Antofagasta, Chili. Mrs. McDonald 
leaves, with the remains on Saturday 
lor the old home in Picton, Nova 
Scotia, where interment will take 
place.

City Assessor McMillan and liis staff 
are now busy finishing up the book», 
and will be well within the specified 
time for completion.

BACK FROM THE ORIENT.
Dr. H. C. Wilson and his wife re­

turned on Friday night from a de­
lightful trip to Honolulu, Hong Kong, 
Canton and Japan. During their voy­
age of about two months and a half 
they enjoyed clear warm sunlit weath­
er every day. They sailed irom _ti;m 
Francisco, making only a short call 
at Honolulu, which the doctor had 
visited last year.

The Hawaian Islands and Hoqo- 
lul in particular, Dr. Wilson consid­
ers an ideal corner of the cartn. 
’'they used to say ’Sec Naples and 
die,’ but in this age and country we 
might as well say, ’See Honolulu and 
ole,' " said the doctor to a Bulletin 
representative this morning. “The 
climate is about perfect. The tfin- 
peratufe varies vefy lew degrees tlie 
year round, and the only rain they 
nave i» like summer showers. It falls 
from a clear sky, and passes away in 
a few minutes. In addition to its na­
tural beauties and advantages, its rea­
sonableness in prices is satisfactory 
tv tourists.

Jana Are Active.
“Hawaia, as you kncAv, belong to 

tile United States, but in reality one 
might say it belongs to tile Japanese. 
They overrun the plaee, and it is be­
lieved they have a method in their 
fictions. In the case -of war with the 
United States, which will probably 
come after some years, Japan will en­
deavor to get livid of the various l'a- 
ciftc islands—groups to prevent the 
Americans from making them naval 
bases or coaling stations.”

“Are there any 'rumors of war’ 
among tlie Japanese you met?”

“No, people who know believe they 
will not go to war for some time; not 
until they are better prepared. But 
the spirit of fighting is being fostered 
in the people They are full- of raie 
prklo and enthusiasm- We saw tlioir 
latest big gunboat launched at Yoko­
hama, and tlie whole city was en 
fete, the populace making it a holiday 
to remember. That is what they do' 
with anything in connection .with 
their army or navy,”

Astonishing Progress.
“Wliat particularly impressed you 

in China and Japan tliie year?”
“The progress they are making in 

tile adoption of American customs 
and clothing. I could notice a great 
difference even during the past year. 
I believe that eventually the Chinese 
will dominate the Japs. Another 
tiling that struck me was the almost 
universal employment of Chinese in 
Japan to fill positions where money 
was handled. Bank cashiers and tell­
ers, cashiers in restaurants, hotels 
and railways in Japan are mostly 
Chinese. It is the strongest sort ol

H. B. Mounti- 
flcld, secretary of the Edmonton Ex­
hibition association, wrote the C.P.R. 
authorities asking that the same pas­
senger rates be given passengers to 
the Edmonton Exhibition iu June as 
is to be given Those attending the 
Dominion Fair at Calgary in July, 
Mr. Mountificld received a reply yes­
terday to the effect that the passen­
ger- rates to the Edmonton Exhibition, 
would be tlie same this year as on 
former years, and that they could not 
give the same rates as are being given 
those attending the Dominion Fair at 
Calgary. .

A similar turn down was given this), 
city in connection with the freight 
rates to the stock show to be held 
here in June. The association asked 
the C.P.R. to give the same freight 
rates to Edmonton as to Calgary for 
stock to be exhibited here, but the 
railway company refused. Many stock 
breeders in Ontario, Manitoba and 
Saskatchewan were planning to bring 
their stock to the Edmonton stock 
show in June.

THE G. T. P. TOWNSITES.

Will be Handled by an Incorporated 
Subsidiary Company.

Ottawa, April 29—According to re­
turns brought down in the House of 
Commons yesterday a company lues 
Urvn incorporated known as tlie Grand 
Trunk Pacific Town and Development, 
company, to handle the townsite» of 
tlie G. T. R.

The reason given for this course was 
because tlie railway company found 
that if the management of the town- 
sites was in the company itself, dif­
ficulty would arise, owing to the fact 
that certain bonds had been issued, 
which arc secvfred by trust, mortgage, 
.covering all the railway and the per­
sonal property of the railway company 
anil the company could not therefore 
give a clear title to lands comprised 
in the town sites.

This reason was recognized by tint 
government as a valid one, and the 
company was permitted to purchase 
13,043 acres of Dominion lqnds for 
townsite purposes.

By an order in council passed Janu­
ary 22 of this year, the rate being $3 
an acre, although the company paid 
for them at the rate of $1 per acre- 
The town and development company 
was also permitted to purchase 12,297 
acres from homesteaders, whose land 
had not been patented, but each 
homesteader had to pay the govern­
ment one dollar for every acre that 
he had surrendered to the company.
