OFFICIAL FROM PARIS,

PARIS, Oct. 7.

The following official communica-
tion was given out in Paris this after-
noon: O our left wing the battle
still continutes with' great violence.
The opposing fronts extend into the
region between Lens, nine miles
northeast of Arras, and Labasse, 13
miles scutheast of ZLiile, and are
lengthened -.b¥..anasses of cavalry
which are in-grips as far as$ the vic-
inity of Armentierés, nine miles
northwest of FEille, and virtually on
the Belgian frontier, -extending from
Somme to the Aleuse. There is noth-
ing to report in the Woevre district.
The enemy made a new effort to stop
our progress but their attacks again
failed. "ITn Russia the German army
was defeated in the battle of Augus-
towo, which lasted from Sept. 25 to
Oct. 3. Despite the endeavor to ar-
rest the Russian pursuit at prepared
positions along the line of the Wir-
ballen frontier at Lyek, the Russian
troops continued their advance, and
at several places they have penetra-
ted into East Prussia. To sum up,
