Bouchet, we know that the principal 
recommendation, and the basis ot the 
by-law, is the protection that can be 
given by pastuerisatlon or steriliza­
tion ot milk.

"In a big centre, like Montreal this 
question of milk is complicated fur­
ther by the fact that the milk deliv­
ered to the- consumer is gathered by 
the milk dealers in hundreds ot dif­
ferent places.

"Raw milk is rarely inoffensive.
“It is Interesting to speak of ‘asep­

tic milking,' but if we come down from 
the clouds and get into even the most 
perfect stablest will be seen that for 
a long time yet, perhaps even for ever, 
it will be the eaception.

"We have to deal with the microbes 
coming from the cow, from the milker 
and his hands, from the receptacles in 
■which the milk is kept, from"the in­
sects that can bring to the milk patho­
genic germs, from the air and its im­
purities and from the water which is 
fraudulently added to the milk."

"Health conditions in Montreal are 

altogether unsatisfactory, presenting 
unlimited opportunities for rectifica­
tion. An educated public opinion in 
this respect would rapidly delimit our 
morbidity and mortality rates by forc­
ing responsible authorities into pro­
tective action. An adequate milk pas­
teurization by-law, properly enforced, 
would go a long way in curtailing the 
spread of certain milk-borne disease, 
—as, Typhoid Fever, Tuberculosis, 
Diphtheria and Scarlet Fever, whose 
prevalence in Montreal is presently 
overtaxing the capacities of our con­
tagious disease hospitals, besides, 
causing the outlay of public and pri­
vate funds in treatment.

As matters stand, the Montreal milk 
Situation is a terrifying proposition. 
With much impure milk distributed 
and consumed, our infant deaths are 
Unparalleled throughout the Contin­
ent. and our contagious disease index 
is notoriously high. We have milk 
producers and distributors whose pro­
duct is decidedly dangerous, and the 
consumer has no adequate safeguards 
against this condition ot affairs. It is 
high time action In the pasteurization 
by-law was taken by the Civic Execu­
tive as safeguarding the welfare ot 
the citizens of Montreal."
