RUSSIA’S GAME OF CONQUEST.

Kirin Surrendered to the Russians With­
out a Shot Being Fired.

London, Oct. 2.—A despatch to 
The Times from St. Petersburg con­
firms the reports that the toxvn of 
Kirin surrendered to the Russians 
xvithout a shot on peremptory orders 
from Prince Ching. The despatch 
s-ays that if similar orders shall be 
issued xvitrh regard to Mukden, the 
Russian conquest of Manchuria xvjll 
be completed. According to the same 
authority no further reinforcements 
will be required by the Russian com­
manders in the far east.

Russia Denies It All.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 2.—The Offi­
cial Messenger yesterday declares the 
tenor of the Government’s official 
communication in regard to Russia's 
tasks in the far cast clearly demon­
strate that the reports of the annexa­
tion of Manchuria are devoid of all 
foundation.

PEKIN MONARCHS ROBBED.

London, Oct. 2.—Dr. Morrison, 
wiring to The Times from Pekin, on 
Hept. 24, says:

“At the same moment the Chinese 
offered to permit the British to oc­
cupy without opposition both Shan 
Hai Kxvan and Tong Sehan. They 
also made overtures to the British 
to occupy Pai Tang. Although it 
xvas known that these overtures xx-ere 
supported by the British authorities 
in Pekin, they were discountenanced 
by Rear-Admiral Bruce on the ground 
that they would disturb the concert 
of admirals.

“Systematic, Russian denudation of 
the summer palace has resulted in 
stripping it of every valuable arti­
cle. The loot has been packed and 
labelled, and is now awaiting trans­
portation to Russia.

“Dn the second attempt the xvhitc 
pagoda and two adjoining temples 
were razed to the ground.’’

France Will Ask a War Credit.

Paris. Oct. 2.—When the Chambers 
reassemble the Government will pub­
lish a yellow book on China and ask 
for an extra credit of 3U.000.UU 
francs. The total credit for the Chi­
nese operations is, therefore 70 - 
000,000 francs.

Ringleaders Captured and Flogged.

Hong Kong, Oct. 1.—The British 
gunboat Robin has shelled the village 
of Luk Lao on the West River, in re­
taliation for the inhabitants firing 
on a British steamer. The ring­
leaders xvere afterxvards captured; 
and flogged.
