“Members of 
tire 'South African contingent,’’ he said, 
“I have only one .word ito isay, jtntl it, 
is not even necessary ito say that.That 
is, that we look -to you to do your duty 
You are going to South Africa to give 
the people of that country the same 
liberty which we here enjoy. May you 
do credit to your country." (Cheers.)

Smith, was also present.
