GOVT, REINDEER
FOR THE NORTH

Fifty Head Purchased From
Doctor Grenfell

INTERESTING EXPERIMENT

Animals May Be Used For Transpor-
tation Purposes in Barren
Lands.

Ottawa, June 19.—The Government
of Canada has made an addition to
the transportatiom facilities of the
country in the form of 50 reindeer.
The purchase was -made from Dr.
Grenfell, of Labrador, who s being
paid $51 each for the animals. They
will be taken from Labrador by boat
to Quebec in September, and will go
by train to Edmonton or to Athabaska
Landing, if the Canadian Northern
has rails down to that point, early in
the autumn. Scows will be bullt to
complete the journey down the Atha-
baska River to Fort S8mith, which is
the destination of the herd.

The reindeer have proved a great
success in Labrador. The conditions
have been found entirely suitable for
them, and the original herd of three
hundred have grown by natural in-
crease to some twelve hundred. They
have proved to be as good for travel
as in Lapland, and their fresh *and

milk have proved a boon on more
than one occasion.

It is believed that they will prove
even more useful In the Canadian

north, where dog teams are now used
for wniter travel. The great prob-
lem of finding food for teams, which
has to be calculated upon where dogs
are used, is solved by the reindeer,
which thrives upon moss, not only
drawing its load, but giving nourish-
ing milk upon this food. It is ex-
pected that the experiment at Fort
Bmith will prove a success, and that
winter travel in the Canadian north
will be robbed of its dangers entlrely,
and of a good deal of its hardship.
Other depots, will probably be es-
tablished, and the natives may be in-
duced to adopt and breed them as
they are bred in Lapland. The
country abounds in the moss, which

Is their nautral food.
The purchase of the herd for the
‘Government was made through Mr.

H. Campbell, head of the forestry
branch. and the herd will be installed
at Fort Smith under his directions.
Dr. Grenfell will send two men along
with the antmals, to give instructions

in their care and management. A
guantity of moss will be taken from
Labrador to provide the herd with
food, until it reaches the Cariboa
feeding grounds, where moss 9
plentiful.

The experiment is largely the result
of the northern trip which Hon. Frank
Oliver made last year. He then had
the opportunity of learning some of
the ditficulties which the northern cli-
mate puts in the way of existence in
that region, and willnigly agreed to
the experiment of IntrQducing reindcer

to make life in the north less difficult
and hazardous. The Governrent is
payving for the reindeer exactly what
they const Dr. Grenfell. The experi-
