OUTRAGE RESULT

Special Protection Sought By
the Owners of Factories
Against Dynamiters.

RECRUITING IS BRISKER

Evidence of an Attempt Made
Upon Michigan Central
Tunnel.

[Speclal to The Advertiser,)

WINDSOR, June 21.—Dynamiting of
the Peabody Overall Factory at Walk-
erville, the discovery of twenty-six
sticks of dynamite in a suitcase in the
rear of the Windsor armories and the
finding of what was evidence that an
attempt had been made to tamper
with the Michigan Central tunnel, have
the people of Windsor and the neighbor-
ing town in a highly worked up condi-
tion.

Brisk recruiting, appeals for pro-
tection and increased vigilance were
the marked developments late this
evening. Twenty applications were re-
ceived in the afternoon for enlistment
in the overseas forces. According to Re-
cruiting-Sergeant Strevett this is
more than have been received on any
three successive days since the out-
break of the war.

Special Protection Asked.

Factories furnishing war supplies are
alarmed and have appealed to the
Government for special protection. The
Tecumseh Canning Company has asked
that guards be assigned to its plant.
The company has just shipped a con-
signment of canned goods to the front
and is about to start work on another
big order. The Remington Arms Com-
pany, engaged in the manufacture of
rifles, shells and ammunition for the
Allles, has asked permission to swear
in their own men as special officers to
guard their branch plant here. Dr. J.
O. Reaume, registrar of deeds, fearing
for the safety of the valuable papers
stored in the vaults, has asked special
protection for the records of the re-
gistry office.

A movement was started late this
afternoon to force official registration
of all German citizens in Windsor, Ex-
tra soldiers are on duty at every point,
it is feared that further attempts to
use dynamite will be made.

Lieut.-Coi. McCrimmon has gent word
that he is coming here to conduct an
investigation into the attempt to dy-
namite the armories,

One Band Responsible,

That one band of plotters is respon-
sible for the elaborate, destructive and
fear-inspiring scheme is plainly evi-
dent, according to the military author-
1ties. They are hunting for the per-
petrators, but believe they came from
De t, and have returned there. A
defective detonating cap alone saved
the armories, where a guard of ten
men was stationed and 15 recruits were
quartered. The fact that the dynamite
falled to explode has given the authori-
ties an important clue, although the
satchel bore no marks. The same
=ctentific arrangement used by the Mc-
Namaras in dynamite plots — a time
clock calculated to discharge the death
dealing machine at any hour desired—
was brought into service Sunday night.

Looking for Two Men.

The police are looking for two men
who approached the armories Sunday
evening about 9 o'clock carrying a
satchel. The men, evidently gtrangers,
stood at the front of the building some
little time, then disappeared. Shortly
after six o'clock this morning Private
Banton of the armories guard, heard
the ticking of a clock while making his
rounds in the rear of the building. He
listened, but could s=ee nothing. He
walked further and at the south sgide
of the wall hidden in a pile of junk
he discovered the grip.

The ticking con'inued. Banton
opened the grip, took one look at the
dynamite, and then alarmed the
sleeping guards, Investigation, how-
ever, showed that the clock was still
running, and that the cap had ex-
ploded on time, although the dynamite
ftgelf . failed to explode, The deadly
load was carried into the building and
later was turned over to the police.

A Double Pilot.

The plotters apparentlys believed
that large quantities of war supplies
and ammunition were stored in the
armories. The fact that the ex-
plosion at the Feabody plant occurred
at 3:07 am., and that the clock-like
arrangement at the armories had been
set to explode at approximately the
same time, strengthens the conviction
of the authorities that the same men
who placed the Walkerville ‘bomb are
responsible for the near tragedy at
Windsor.

The Peabody factory has been turn-
ing out an immense supply of goods
for the Allies, and they have just
finished about a month the bulk of a
million-dollar order for trousers and
shirts. Since May 15 most of ‘he
force had been employed In turning
out overalls, the regular business of
the company,

One man was arrested at Windsor
ferry at 4:45 o'clock this morning. He
was August Frank, a carpenter. He
said ha was born in Fraser, Mich., and
had been calling on a friend at Walker-
ville. Evidence showed his story was
true, angd he was released.

Explosion Heard Far.

The explosion at ‘he Peabody fac-
tory was heard throughout Windsor
and Detroit. So loud was the re-
port that policemen at Detroit head-
quarters instantly decided ‘hat another
bomb outrage had occurred in “Little
Ttaly,” and Inspector Fox sent out
several squads of detectives in flyers.

Those living in the vicinity of the
Peabody plant declared there were twoé
explosions. The first was a rather
muffled report, which was immediately
followed by a terrific roar. Acting
on the theory that a time clock was
also used here, authorities suggested
that the first explosion was that of
the dyvnamite to which the fuse was
attached. Almost simultaneously
came the second, a thunderioud roar.
Scores of persons jumped from their
beds, and ran into the street, fearing
an earthquake.

Both aldermen admitted having re-
ceived the warnings, but said they had
paid no attention to them.

Mounteq Rifles May Go.

Intimating that the 300 men of the
Mounted Rifles from London would be
dispatched to Windsor to guard against
further attempts on public buildings
was contained in a message received
in Windsor this evening by Pte. W.
Smith, a member of the Rifles. Smith
was about to return to his command
after a furlough when he received a
message to remain at Windsor. No
explanation accompanied the order.

With all Windsor and Walkerville,
Ford City and the Ontario towns for
miles around on edge as a result of the
dynamiting attempts, the Walkerville
and provinecial police and the military
authorities combed the whoie western
end of the province today in search of
a ciue to the dynamiters, but no arrests
were made other than the man Fraser,
who was immediately released.

Have Good Description.

Major Sidney C. Robinson, commander
of the local militia, stated this even-
ing that no one had been arrested as
the dynamiter, but added that the
Walkerville police and the provincial
officers were searching for two men
said to have been seen near the ar-
mories late Sunday night.

The police received a good descrip-
tion of the men, Major Robinson said,
but had founq ng trace of them as yet.

The explosion at the Peabody’s plant
led the military authorities this after-
noon to appoint soldiers to stand guard
over the factory for an indefinite period.
Two-men reliefs will form the guard.
The guards at the postoffice building,
the armories and several other Gov-
ernment buildings in Windsor, Walker-
ville and Ford City have been doubled
as a result of the dynamite plot.

GERMAMS DENY
RESPONSIBILITY.
[Special to The Advertiser.]
DETROIT, June 2i. — Representative
Germans of Detroit do not countenance
the suspicion that the dynamiting of

the Peabody Company plant in Walker-
ville and the attempt to dynamite the
Windsor armory is the work of Ger-
man sympathizers. The hint freely ex-
pressed in Windsor that the dynamiting
was done by German-Americang from
Deu oit i3 emphatically branded as un-
fair to the spirit shown by German-
Americans of this city.

“There is but one reply to make to
such an insinuation,” said Carl E.
Schmidt. “That is, that 10 true
American would be guilty of such an
act. Certainly no German-American
would consider it. Of course, there
are hot-headed German sympathizers
over here§ just ag there are persons
whose” sympathies are strong in the
other direction. But I hesitate to be-
lieve that any of my countrymen—
and when I say my countrymen, I
mean my fellow-American citizens,
would be guilty of such a proceeding,
that contemplates not only great
damage to property, but loss of life
as well.

Not of That Spirit,

“We have wanted it to be under-
stood that we are first of all Ameri-
cans, and this thing is entirely out of
the spirit of America, .

“So, from a moral standpoint dlone,
it seems to me that no German-
American would be guilty of this
atrocity. But there are physical ob-
stacles in the way of such an act.
Consider the difficulty and the danger
of getting this stuff across the river.
It strikes me as an absurdity. I do
not believe .it possible,”

Dr. Emil Rosinger, secretary of the
Stadtverband, an organization com-
prising 8,000 Germans, was equally as
strong in his belief that the explosion
is not the work of a German-Ameri-
can,

“In finding the culprit or culprits,
I think our Canadian friends will
have to look closer to home,” he said.
“I do not believe this is. the work, of
any German sympathizer. In the
first place, what advantage would be
obtained in the destruction of a place
where uniforms are made. If this
had been a place where munitions of
war were being manufactured, that
would put a different light on the
matter, and there would be some
justification for laying the blame to
German-Americans. But the destruc-
tion of a uniform factory could
benefit nobody.

“Ag far as the attempt to destroy
the armory is concerned, I do not
believe any German would be mixed
in that. It may be that dynamite
was planted at the armory to make
it look bad for the German sympa-
thizers. However, I do not say such
was the case, having no first-hand
knowledge of what took place.”

PARIS CIVIL OFFICERS
MAY REQUISITION FOOD

Power Given to Assure Feeding of Civil
Population.

Paris, June 22.—A bill has been sub-
mitted to the Senate investing -civil
officers with the power of requisition for
provisioning the civil population during
the war, creating a consulting commit-
tee to consider market conditions and
prices, and fixing the total amount
which may be spemt for buying stocks
of wheat and flour at 200,000,000 francs
($40,000,000),

This figure ailready has been reached
by purchases up #o this time. The bill
would fix the maximum price at which
wheat may be sold to millers in order
that the price of bread may not be in-
creased.

DESCRIBED AS LIES

Manitoba’s Attorney-General
Denies Statements By
Conservatives.

ASKS FOR INVESTIGATION

Says No Deal Was Made To
Call Off the Commis-
sion.

WINNIPEG, Man., June 21. — Pre-
mier Norris is out of town, but Hon.
B. HudGson, attorney-general, said
this afternoon, regarding charges made
before the royal commission by C. P.
Fullerton, that with respect to the first
charge, that for the sum of $50,000 all
election protests were to be withdrawn,
there was absolutely no truth in it. He
had never heard of any such mat-
ter. Certainly, no arrangement of that
kind had been entered into with con-
sent of members of the then opposi-
tion. If anyone wished an investiga-
tion into such charges, a full opportun-

ity would be given.

Was No Agreement,

Mr. Hudson also denied the charge
that proceedings before the royal com-
mission were to be “stifled” by ar-
rangement between the late and pres-
ent government. “There was never,” he
said, “any agrecement between members
of the late government and present gov-
ernment, so far as I know. Theére was
an understanding as top the mode of pro-
cedure in case of change, but 'the con-
ditions implied were not fulfilled. There
was no understanding that the royal
commission be stopped. There was no
understanding that the Norris Govern-
ment, by any action of its own, should
terminate the inquiry before the royal
commission, unless the commission, by
its own judgment, and as a result of
representations made to it by the late
Government, should consider its func-
tions were exhausted.

“There was no suggestion that fur-
ther proceedings should take the form
of a civil suit, except on understanding
that in the judgment of the royal com-
migsion a civil suit would fully serve

|the puspose of protecting the country.’

: No Protection,

“There was no understanding that
anyone would be protected in respect of
any criminal prosecution, On the con-
trary, it was distinetly understood it
would be the intention of the new
government to enter criminal actions if
the evidence to support them was avail-
able.

‘“No money in any shape or form was
mentioned at 'the time of the discus-
sion or mode of procedure to be adopt-
ed. There wasg no arrangement that
memberg of the late government should
resign and their places should be
taken by Liberals, Sir Rodmond Rob-
lin, T hear, made an offer to that effect,
but it was not accepted.”

Mr. Hudson stated that the story of
the $50,000 was an absolute falsehood.
He stated the Government could not
ignore such a charge, and would take
such action that would enable it to be
investigated.

SHELLS NECESSARY
T0 REDEEM WORLD

So Says Times Correspondent
—Lloyd George Forming
Committees.

[Canadian Press.]
London, June 22.—David Lioyd
George, minister of munitions, whe has
returned from a week-end visit to Bou-
logne, where he oconsulted Albert
Thomas, French under secretary of war,
on the munitions question, is forming
committees, in Tondon as well as in all
manufacturing towns, to take advant-
age of every possibility for increasing
the production of munitions, which is
the gravest problem confronting the
Allies in all theatres of war,
The Times this morning prints a dis-
patch from its correspondent in Eastern
France, who asserts that if the French
troops are to drive home their offensive
in overwhelming force they must use a
tremendously-increased bulk of ammu-

nition. The same lesson comes for Bri-
tain from the Woevre front, he points
out, while the retreat of the Russian
armies in Galicia hammers it home
again.

The correspondent says the daily out-
put of shells certainly is much larger
than it was four months ago, and it is
possible that g reserve of ammunition
is being built up much more rapidly than
is apparent at the front, but he adds:
‘“What we have come to is the redemp-
tion of the world by shells.”

Trades Unionists
Enthusiastic Over
New Loan Scheme

Leaders Say It Will Stimulate Saving
Which Is Vitally Necessary.

London, June 22.—The trades union
leaders prophesy tremendous enthusiasm
for the new loan scheme, which will tap
a new source of revenue and have a
widespread influence in encouraging
thrift.

‘““Some such inducement to saving un-
doubtedly is needed,” says one news-
paper in explaining the labor leaders’
point of view “for the situation in this
respect was becoming serious. It has
been as plain as daylight for some time
to students of the war situation that the
genera] exercise of thrift and the crea-
tion of new savings available for Gov-
ernment borrowing would lighten im-
mensely the difficulties of providing for
the war,

‘“On the other hand, we have had an
enormous increase in unthrifty spending
on the part of vast numbers of the
people who are drawing better wages
than ever before and who did not rea:-
ize the artificial quality of this prosper-
ity. The terms of the new appeal
ought to make more satisfactory change
because the inducement to saving is so
great and the facilities so easy that
even the lower classes should see that
continuance of wasteful spending is sheer
folly.”

Hampers Government,

“The men who bear the responsibility
and whose duty it is to weigh dangers
and advantages against each other are
not affected by public criticism. A
campaign of this kind against our
statesmen is calculated to render diffi-
cult for the Imperial Government its
task not only of preserving the effective-
ness of our weapons, but also of pre-
venting injurious reactions on the
general political situation. We trust
that this propaganda will come to an
end.”

REPLY IS DELAYED.
[Canadian Press.]

Berlin, June 21—Via London, June 22.
—The foreign office experts have com-
menced the consideration of the German
answer to the American Government's
note concerning Germany’s submarine
warfare, and the first draft of the docu-
ment presumably will be finished at the
end of this week. As the reply this
time will be submitted to Emperor Wil-
liam at headquarters, after it is threshed
out between the departments con-
cerned, it probably will not be ready
for transmission before the middle of
or the end of next week.

There is no clear indication of the
probable nature of the note vet obtain-
able. From the emphasis which the
naval writers continue to lay upon the
alleged British practice of flying neutral
flags and encouraging merchantmen to
attack submarines and the impossibility
of submarines to observe the regulations
concerning visitation and search under
these conditions, it might be anticipated
that this argument would be the kernel
of the reply.

Definite Reply May Resuit.

But at the foreign office there seems
to be an impression that this point will
appear only as a subordinate part of the
reply, if at all, and that an attempt will
be made to give a definite answer to
President Wilson's requests, one way or
another. Thé alleged armament of the
Lusitania probably will not figure prom-
inently in the next note. Considerable
testimony has been assembled regarding
the presence of guns aboard the Lusi-
tania, but it all refers to voyages prior
to the one on which the Lusitania was
sunk.

A German sailor named Emil Grabe,
for instance, deposes in an affidavit
published here that he sailed for four
years on British ships, including the
Lusitania and the Mauretania. He
avers that he made three trips on the
Lusitania, and that she, like the Maure-
tania, carried five or six 12-centimetre
guns—two on her after deck, two amid-
ships, and one or two forward.

Saw Them Practice,

Grabe testifies that he personally
watched naval reservists in the crew of
the Lusitania exercising with these
guns. Higher business influences con-
tinue to be exerted in favor of a peace-
ful settlement with the United States. A
number of industrial and commercial
leaders in Germany have appeared
Berlin during the last few days to use
their influence personally to thig end.

Hold Conquered Ground.

The following official communication
was issued by the war, office tonight:

“In the sector north of Arras the
situation is unchanged. We have
conserved all the ground conquered,
and today only local infantry actions
occurred, and these have not modified
the fronts. The artillery combat con-
tinues.

“Our air squadrons effectively bom-
barded the aviation parks of the
enemy, setting fire to four hangars
and damaging two aeroplanes and one
captive balloon.

Enemy’s Vicious Onstaught.

“On the western border of the
Argonne, on both sides of the road
from Vienne Le Chateau to Binarville,
the Germans on Sunday night delivered
a violent attack, for which prepara-
tions had been made by an ‘intense
bombardment with asphyxiating bombs.
Our advance line was bent at certain
points, two companies being burled in
the overturned trenches.

“An immediate counter-attack en-
abled us to regain almost the entire
extent of our initial positions. The
struggle was particularly spirited,

News Gains On the Meuse.

“On the heights of the Meuse, in the
sector of the Calonne trench, after hav-
ing repulsed counter-attacks by the
cnemy, we enlarged today our gains
of yesterday. A first attack made only
alight progress. A second attack, on
the other hand, enabled us to carry new
trenches to the east of those which we
had occupied on Sunday. This gain
has been conserved, as were the pre-
ceding gains.

“In Lorraine our reconnoitering par-
ties, kceping in contact with the enemy,
reached the works to the west of Gon-
drexon, ang found them unoccupied. The
Germans in their withdrawal movement
have halted on the line of trenches to
the south of Leintrey.

Hold Village of Metzeral,

“In Alsace our progress has con-
tinued in the course of uninterrupted
engagements, After having taken the
cemetery of Metzeral, we occupied the
station and then attacked the village,
which were captured after a very hot
fight. We have reached the outlets
south of that locality and have pushed
our line to the east 550 yvards beyond
the outskirts in the direction of Meyer-
hof.

“In these actions we took some pris-
oners, bringing the total since yester-
day up to more than 200.

“To the north of the Fecht River the
enemy attempted an attack on our
positions at Reich Ackerkopf, but was
completely repulsed.”

FRENGH EXPENDITURE
OVER THREE BILLIDNS

Budget Reporter Says It Will
Reach $600,000 an Hour—
Demands Economy.

[Canadian Press.]

Paris, June 22.—The total amount of
credits -roted since the beginning of
the war exceeds 15,615,000,000 francs
($3,123,000,000), according to a sthte-
ment by Albert Mestin, general budget
reporter of the Chamier of Deputies.
The provisional credit for the third
three months of the present year, it is
estimated, will be 5,940,000,000 francs
($1,188,000,000). Of this amount the
budget committee has requested some
reduction as to civil employvees.

In adding certain expenses and tak-
ing care of increases in the soldiers’
pensions, M. Metin says that France's
war budget can be estimated at about
2,000,000,000 francs ($400,000,000) per
month. If the war continues, M. Metin
adds, the time is not far off when the
country will spend 3,00,000 francs
($600,000) an hour, 50,000 francs
($10,000) a minute.

The report of M. Metin emphasizes
the need for economy, and demands
that the labor of prisoners of war and
prisoners in penitentiaries be utilized.
It adds that the economic situation of
the country in certain respects has im-
proved. There is less unemployment,
and the traffic of the railroads is now
85 per cent of the normal.

'WARNEFORD NOT

STRAPPED TO SEAT

Paris, June 22.—Investigation made by
experts is said to have revealed that the
aeroplane accident which resulted in the
deaths of Lieut. R. A. J. Warneford and
Henry Beach Needham, the American
writer, on Junhe 17, was due to the fact
that the men were not strapped to their
seats. It is now believed that Lieut.
Warneford was ‘‘switch backing,” and
not attempting to “loop the loop”’ when
the accident occurred.

Mr. Needham was thrown out first.
He was struck and killed by the propel-
lor before he reached the ground. Lieut.
Warneford fell clear, but the injuries
he sustained when he struck the earth
caused his death a few minutes later.

The body of Mr. Needham probably
will be sent to the United Statep aboard
the French Line steamer Chicago, sail«
ing from Bordeaux.

STRATFORD HAS LOST
ANOTHER OFFICER.

STRATFORD, June 21.—Another
Stratford officer has given his life in
battle, bringing the total of Stratford’s
dead up to eleven. Official word from
the militia department was received
this morning by Sergt. McDonald of
the armories that higs son, Lieut. John
McDonald, on Sunday reported as
missing, had been killed in action, thus
making the second Stratford officer
killed in Tuesday’s fight besides one
wounded.

He was a member of the 2Sth Regl-
ment and particularly active in the
physical department of the Y.M.C.A.
Besides his father, who saw service In
Egypt, and his mother, two sisters sur-
vive.

‘The death of Lieut. McDonald leaves
D Company of the 1st Battalion with-
out any of its original officers, all hav-
ing been either killed or wounded. Ma-
jor Smith, Chatham, Capt. Gordon and
Lieut. McDonald of Stratford and
Lieut. Robinscn of Strathroy, have all
been killed, while Capt. Delamere and
Capt. Youngs of this citv have both
been wounded. Capt. Coghill is in
the hospital suffering from injuries.

Pte. Thomas Riggs Wounded?

Though his name has not appeared
in the casualty lists, there is every in-
dication, from letters received from the
front, that Pte. Thomas Riggs of this
city was wounded. According to a
member of the second contingent, who
saw him, he has been discharged from
the hospital and has joined the 9th
Reinforcement Company, to which Capt.
Youngs is also attached.

Lleut. Winslow Wounded.

Lieut. Winslow, son of Mr. E. P.
Winslow of Winnipeg, formerly man-
ager of the Bank of Montreal here, has
been wounded in action at the Dar-
danelles. Lieut. Winslow was for a
time employed at Montreal, but en-
listed with the Fort Garry Horse at
Winnipeg. He went to Salisbury as
a trooper, but later was granted a
commission in the Royal Navy Division,
going to the Mediterranean,

ST. THOMAS LIEUTENANT
IS REPORTED DEAD.

ST. THOMAS, June 21.—The citizens
of St. Thomas were shocked today when
the relatives of Lieut. George A. Met-
calf were officially advised of his death
at the front.

Lieut. George Metcalf was the only
officer from this city to accompany the
first Canadian contingent to the battle-
front. He offered his services when the
war broke out, and acted in the capacity
of assistant recruiting officer at this
point during the organization of the St.
Thomas unit. He was left in England in
charge of the Canadian reserve force
when the first troops were sent i{o
France.

He held a commission in the 25th

Regiment for several yvears and was a
competent and courageous officer. He
was president of the Civic Club of the
First Methodist Church and a prominent
member of the church. The flags of the
various schools are flying at half-mast
in memory of Lieut. Metcalfe.
His mother removed from St. Thomas
after her son enlisted and at present is
residing in Toronto with two daughters.
Mrs. (Dr.) R. M. Lipsey, this.city, is an
aunt of deceased.

The day following the battie of Lange-
marck, the remainder of the Canadians
in camp in England were ordered to the
trenches, and Lieut. Metcalfe and his
men have seen some heavy fighting ever
since. He was born in St, Thomas and
was in his 35th year. He was for severaj
years assistant principal of the Muyrtle
Street Public School and during that
period organized the Myrtle Street
School Cadets.

At the time hostilities broke out he
was principal of the school at Coniston,
but was spending his vacation with his
mother in this city.

Corpl. Robert Kay Wounded,

Mrs. Robert Kay, 29 Oliver street, to-
day received a notice from the war office
at Ottawa, officially reporting her hus-
band as being dangerously wounded, and
that he was confined to a base hospital
in- France. Corpl. Kay was well known
in St. Thomas, having been employed for
many years by R. H. Beattie as driver of
a bakery wagon, and afterwards working
for Contractor J. Stewart as a plasterer.
He has seven children. Corpl. Kay en-
listed last August when the first call for
volunteers was made. He had served
twelve years as a British regular with
the Royal West Surrey Regiment part
of the time in India. He had been a
resident of this city nearly ten years.
