Crowds of
exoursioniste will visit the city from Nanai-
mo, Vancouver, Westminster, Port Town-
eend, Seattle, Wasema and Portland, asa
lively interest is taken by the cities named
in the chanoces for success of the competing
crews. Victoria has a reputation b0 main-
tain in the way of hospitable entertainment
of visitors, and it goes without saying, that
the citizens generally will assist in making
the city put on its best appsarance so that
the visitors may carry away most pleasant
recollections of the charming environments
and scenic delights of British Columbia’s
capital. ;

he North Pacifie Association of Amateur
Qarsmen was organized i 1890. From . its
inoception it has made steady pre '
annual regattas being liberally patronized ;
and it wlﬁ. not be long before these regattas
will excite as much enthusiasm and general
interest as those of the Canadian and
National associations. The firet regatta of
the North Pacific association was held at
Portland in 1891, and was won by Portland;

the second, in Vancouver, was also won by )

Portland, under  protest ; the third was
held in Portland, and was won by Vancou-
ver; and the fourth, in Seattle last year,
was won for the third time by Portland.
The association now comprises the James
Bay Athletic Association of Viotoria, Port-
land and Willamette Rowing clubs of Port-

The James Bay Association, though hav-
ing a large membership, has not been in a
position to compete with the other clubs on
account of mot possessing a suitable shell.

June 19,
MR. COHEN 18 DEAD.

James A. Cohen died at half-past two yes-
terdey morning without recovering ocon-
sciousness. -Consequently the real oause of
his death is still a mystery which will only
be disclosed by an autopay.

Mr, Chadwick was
about to oomp(lly. as the law permits a chem-
ist to give laudanum to a person well known
to the dispenser, on signature of the custom-
er being recorded in a book kept for the
purpose. On observing ' Mr. Cohen more
olosely Mr. Chadwick saw he looked pecu-
liar, and asked what the drug was wanted
for. Mr. Oohen replied that ne -had trouble
with his stomach, Mr. Chadwick, how-
ever, concluded that something was wrong
with Mr. Cohen ard refused to supply him.
Mr. Cohen then went away and jusb out-
side the door met Mr. Shotbolt and repeat-
ed the request made to Mr. Chadwick. Mr.
Shotbolv, for the same reason as Mr. Chad-
wick, refused to give any landanum to Mr.
Cohen, but offered s dose of chlorodyn in-
stead if Mr. Cohen wera in psin. This was
and Mr, Oohen went away., He'
was next seem in Mr. Bowes' drug store.
Mr. Bowes was busy, however, with other
customers at the time, and apparently
thinking he would have to wait too long
Mr, Cohen went away without asking for
anything, Apparently he was suceessful in
getting the drug elsewhere, for he was well
known, and as another druggist said yester-
day :

*“ We have a perfect right to sell any
quantity of laudanum to any person whom
we know well and who signs our book. The
prohibition of the sale of other poisons to
persons without a doetor’s certificate does
not apply to landanum,”

Just what the cause of death is cannot be
learned until the inquest ; in the meantime
of course the physicians who avtended the
unfortunate man prefer to express no opin-
ion. One of Mr. Cohen's friends
said yeaterday that for some little while Mr.
Cohen had if anything been in better spirits
than for a long time. He had spoken of his
business prospects, and seemed to think the
fature most encouraging.

A native of Holland, James A. Cohen was
a man of considerable learning and ability.
He had mastered Latin, Greek, Hebrew,
French, German and English, and gave a
great deal of time to questions of political
economy, and especially of late years-to
single tax, of which he was an ardent die-
ciple. After working in Scotland and Eag-
land he finally came to this country and
started a printing business in Victoria. He
was a brother:in-law of the Messrs. Salmon
of this city, and leaves a wife and three
children, He was a member of the Fores-
ters and othier seoret organizations, and his
funeral will likely be conducted by them.
