for some time, walked alongside. He
also declares that another child, of more
tender years, is also made to work in
a similar manner, and that in brief, the
children are literally slaves. Both are
constantly compelled to perform labors
for which they are physically unfit.

‘Oriental freight rates from San Fran-
cisco have been demolished, and accord-
ing to reports received in the city yester-
day, mot even the local agents of the
Pacific Mail Steamship Company are
able to keep up with the changes. The
trouble is all caused by the entrance to
the port of San Francisco of the China
Commercial !Company. ‘This Chinese
line, it ix stated, is accepting freight for
the Orient at any price offered, and the
Pacific Mail is doing its best to keep up
with the race. 3

As yet the Northern lines, including
those from Seattle, Portland, Victoria
and Vancouver, B. 'C., have not molestel
their tariff. These lines are formed in-
to what is known as the Oriental
Freight Bureau, and every effort will
be made by the bureau to maintain the
rates. ‘However, it is conceded by local
agents if the San Franecisco fight keeps
on for a much longer time something
will have to be dome in this territory
to offset the result that will follow the
Southern cut.

The present ‘fight was started a few
weeks ago when the Chinese company
accepted a consignment of flour to the
Orient from San Francisco at a rate
which the other ocean liners have mot
been able to learn. However, it is
known that it was away below tha
agreed tariff, and the trouble beghn. The
China line began the cutting or rates on
every class of cargo to the Qrient. The
Pacific Mait followed suit, part of the
time working in the dark, as the Chinese
do not make their cut rates public.

PLANS BEING PREPARED.

For Erection of Piers and Warehouses
on James Bay For Ferry Steamer.

Plans are being prepared by S8 J.
Cambie, chief engineer of the . PR
works at Vancouver, for the construe-
tion of wharfage, with the offices, sheds
and warehouses to be erected thereon,
at fhe block secured by the C. P. .,
fronting on James Bay, just beyond the
boat house of the James Bay Athletic
Association, and adjoining the wharf
where the steamers of the company have
been placed when idle for some time
past. Piers and warehouses, and neces-
sary offices, waiting room, ete., are to be
constructed and a landing place made
there for the new ferry steamer Prin-
cess Victoria, which is ‘being completed
at Vancouver for service on the Viec-
toria-Vancouver run. The new location
for dockage secured by the C. P. R.,
and which will soon have a very chang-
ed appearance with its warehouses and
wharfage, is in' a more sheltered posi-
tion than the wharf at which the steam-
er Charmer moors at present, and dur-
ing the stronger wifds of the winter,
this fact will be much in evidence, for
with the high héouse work of the new
steamer, she would be handicapped in
leaving the wharf now used by the ferry
steamer with a westerly wind, in fact,
it is a question if auxiliary power would
not be needed to assist her in leaving
shore.

With the addition of the four lots
which were already in possession of the
company, and which were secured some
years ago for $8,000, the four lots just
secured for $12,000, will give the C. P.
R. a frontage of 480 feet. The plans
being drawn by Mr. Cambie, and which
are to be submitted at once to Montreal,
show that the warehouses and offices to
be erected will be in keeping with the
surroundings, and’ will doubtless add
much -to the appearance of the neigh-
borhood. Work will begin on the dock-
age and warehouses, etc., as soon as
the plans are approved.
