The number of communications we
Dave received on the question of the
mauner in which an adequate supply.
of water for the city can be gécured for
an increasing population, is a- proof of
“the deep and general interest that is
taken—and very properly so—in this im-
portant subject. ‘We trust that the
City Couneil, realizinp how important it
is in the present and future interests
sand progress of Victoria that the ques-
tion should be dealt With in‘a broad
and comprehensive manner, will not
take any hasty step, but decide to get
all the juformation and expert knowl-
«dge on the subject before reaching any
conclusion. The report presented to the
iCity Council by the Water Commission-
er on Monday Ilast ¢ontains a large
amount of very useful information, and
should form a convenient basis on
which to start an inquiry into the sub-
Ject. Naturally the matter will fall iuto
‘three distinet and separate parts. There
is the question as to how fay thepres-
~ent supply of water meets the require-
-aments, ‘based on the consumption per
-capita that is allowed in other towns in
“which the conditions are . found to be
satisfactory, Then on this will follow
-au estimate of what increase in the sup-
®ly may be expected to be required by
the growth ‘in population that may rea-
-sonably be anticipated in the course of
five, ten and twenty years. A reference
‘to these three different periods will be
aesful in regard” to the financial .and
iphysical details that will be dnvolved
in any extension of the capacity ‘of the
‘water works. The second part of the
inquiry should embrace a thoreugh in-
westigation of the volume of water from
the present source of supply; to what
~extent that can be increased by enlarg-
ing the capacity of the present reser-
voirs (as touched on in the Water Com-
‘missiouer’; report to ‘which we have re-
ferred); -and also what other sources
~of supply are either mow available or-
could be acquired under certain condi-
tiong. That would include the possible
-supply fro‘m<Goldstr,gam suggestdd- by
Alderman Fell, and.also ay, arrange-"
fment with the Esquimalt Water Works
“Company. This branch of the inguiry
avould be completed by estimates of .the
vost likely to be incurred in each: of
‘these various schemes. The third part
of the inquiry would embrace the finan-
cial phase of the problem, and wounld
fnclude suggestions as to the manner in
Wwhich the necessary funds could be pro-
wided in the most economical way, and
Hwith the least burden on the taxpayers.
It should also inelude estimates of the
.Drobable revenue tnat would . be re-
«ceived from water rates and the annual
cost of maintenance and operation of
the works. *

about to enter on a matter of like im-
JDortance, it would adopt guch a method
s a- matter of ordinary business pru-
dence and we fail to see why & muuniei-
pal corporation shiould be deemed to have
such superior qualifications that similar
Drecautions are not necessary in its
case, It is because of the slovenly and
unbuginesslike methods that municipai
bodies so' often follow that municipal
administration has frequently become a
by-word and reproach. Even in Vie-
toria we think ‘it would not be difficult
to poiut to instances of the kind and
to show how the public interests have
suffered thereby. This question of our
water supply is one of great import-

aust be evident now to the meémbers of
the City Council that the gquestion is a
somewhat complicated one ana’ not one
to be settled off-hand by a . vote as to
whether meters shall or shall not be
bought.
