A Model Barn at Sackville.

|Cor. Moncton Times.)

Mr. Charler Fawcett’s new barn or
barn.stable at Sackville, Westmor
land County, is 112 feet long and 50
feet broad; it is 21 feet post. It is
built on a gentle slope, and the sur-
roanding sarface from the sills out-
ward all round is graded downward
to canse water to flow from rather
than towards the building.

such animala. Old cows which have
outlived their usefulness are equally
unprofitable.

Some farmers, either from ocare-
lessnoss or want of judgment, keep
more stock than they have fodder for,
and along towards spring find that
they must either buy hay or sell stock
at a sacrifice. The profits on feeding
ordinary farm steck are not sufficient
to repay the outlay, where much hay

The raising of these drafl horses,
if by good sires, is profitable, those
weighing fourteen hundred to sixteen
bundred pounds bring throe hundred
dollars in the market at five years
old. Tbe demsnd is so great now
that we suppose it would be quite
impossible for a dealor to pick up the
car load from first hands 1n any part
of the country within a radius of fifty
miles. The reason for this is that
yearlings, and two and three year
olds, are largely bought up from tha
western breeders, and sold to go still
further west, among the pioneers,
who raise thom and use them for
breeding purposes. The farmer wha
undertakes to supply this insatiable
market must be on his guard. There
have..sbeen huadreds of veritable
brutes imported. Pure-blooded they
may be, but they aro not good. The
supply of first-olass horses of either
French, Scotch, or English ‘ sire”
blood is limited, and the demand here
is 80 great that the importers in many
eases have brought out anything that
would sell. So weo have stallions
standing all over the country, who
only as it were by accident, ever get
a deeent foal. Still, even these great,
uogainly, gaunt and awkward balf-
bloods, bring a protty good price.
Their sale cannot, however, be de-
pended upon, and the only safe policy
is to breed from first-class sires.—
American Agriculturist.

Hints for Threshermen.

Operators of portable threshing
engines should not overlook the im-
portance of keeping their boilers
olean. Unless soft water is used the
boiler is sure to become incrusted
with soales of lime. Some boilers are
allowed toscale so thiekly that the
fire-box has not sufficient capacity to
supply the necessary quantity of
heat, and the manufacturer of the
engine is then almost invariably
blamed. The best wuy to remove
incrustations is by putting caustio
sods, the liquid form being prefer-
able, into the boiler. Caustic soda
does not injure the boiler plate like
most of the patent remedics. There
is still a cheaper and more practic-
ablo plan of keeping the boiler clean.
Take about a half a pailful of good
lye—that from the ashes of hard wood
being best—pour it into a barrel full
of water (tho barrel or tank used for
holding the water for the engine may
be conveniently used for the purpose)
and in less than an hour, the time
varying with the strength and quality
of the lye, scdiments of lime will be
found in thoe bottom of the barrel. If
the lime is allowed to settle before
the water is pumped in, little or no
scale or sediment can got into the
boiler, and it will scarcely ever re-
quire cleaning out. The lyo should,
when possible, be pat into the water
tho evening previous to the day it is
used, or it may be put in just after
shutting off the pump beforo the din-
ner hoar, in both of which cases the
lime will bave time to settle in the
bottow of the barrel or tank, and thus
bo prevented from being pumped inta
the boiler.

. s done in a very unscientific
manner, The horse’s foot never was
designed to be shod. In many coun-
tries horses go unshod, and travel on
bard, rocky roads longer distances
than our shod horses usuully go, and
suffer very litile, if any, inconveni-
ence therefrom. The frog of the foot
was designed by nature to wsustain
most of the weight of the animal, and
keep the feet from slipping. The
hoof is merely a horny rim to afford
protection to the frog. The frog is
elastic, and breaks the force of the jar
when the foot strikes the ground. i
you examine a colt’s foot which bas
never been shod, you will find that
the frog is nearly on a level with the
rim of the hoof, and when the foot is
placed upon the ground, the animal’s
weight presses the frog down so that
most of the weight is sustained by it.
Now look at the horse that hus -just
been shod. The shoe raises the frog
half an inch or more from the gravel,
and the weight of the animal rests
upon the outer shell of the hoof, leav-
ing the frog unsupported. A recent

Profit i;Rheep.

For the average farmer a few sheep
are profitable, a large flock not so
much 8o, in many cases proving a loss
unless mado & specialty of—such bhas
been my experience. And I think the
same may be said of poultry raising,
a few hens pay, a large number have
not, in most cases, proved at all pro-
fitable. Some New York hotel pro-
prietors have tried the experiment of
hen farms, and I am reliably informed
are not gainers by it. To return to
our sheep, however, they crop the
ground, or rather the grass, more
closely than cattle, and will injura
new pastures, especially in dry sea-
sons.
