Editor World : A friend has kindly called
my attention to an interview had between
your reporter and Richard Baker, district
deputy high chief ranger of the Canadian
Ocder. of Foresters, in reference to the
collapse of the W. 0. F. in the United
States. Mr. Baker is reported as saying:

The Cenadian erderisinga perfectly sound
and prosperous condition. We hatea mem-
bership of over 4000 in the dominion and &
surplus of $12,000 after all outstanding desath
calld are paid.. I do not know the present
condition of the Independent Foresters in
{*ana"y, nor how they will be affected by the
banktuptcy of their American brethren.

Permit me to supply what Mr, Baker
says he does not know, also one or two
things he does not seem to know:

(1) The official organ of the Canadian
order of Foresters, edited by the high sec.
retary of the society—Mzr, Baker's superior
officer—in  the May number,. just issned,
¢laims a balance in hand on April 25 of
only §10,611.87, with at least three deaths
already reported, but which were at that
date still anpaid, viz.: Henry Ward, died
Nov. 8, 1884; Edward Cookson, died April
5, 1885; Thomas Griffin, April 8, 1885.

There may have been other deaths in
April to be paid for, but taking thése
aready reported, and we have the balance
reduced to $7611.87, and not $12,000, as
stated by Mr, Baker,
