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STILL TALKING INCOME TAX.

LEGACIES AND CORPORATIONS WILL
BE ASSESSKD,

But There May Not Be a Tax On Indivi-
dual Incomes—No Reciprocity Sugges-
tions in the Bill — Estimated Deficit
$35,000,000—E. B, Eddy On the Lumber
Schedules,

WasHINGTON, Nov. 2&1.—Mr. MecMillin’s
sub-committee of the Democratic members
of the Ways and ‘Means Committee on in-
ternal taxes was in session at the Capitol
two hours this afternoon. At 3 o’clock all
the Democrat members of the committee
had a conference. Mr. McMillin submitted
the data which he had secured from the
Treasury Department and Census Office
touching the question of an income tax.
While the committee wereformally discuss-
ing the proposition Secretary Carlisle was
announced. He remained in the com-
mittee room about 20 minutes™ After hied e-
parture the committee continued its session
with cluosed doors until 5 o’clock. ke
day’s session was devoted solely to a con-
sideration of ‘the proposition to tax in-
comes. .

The members of the committee stated
that they had not considered whisky, but
only the better plan of imposing a tax on
incomes. To-night the Democrat members
of the committee med at Secretary Carlisle’s
house for another conference.

Carlisle Oppored To Taxing Individaal
Incomes,

The Secretary is understood to be un-
friendly to the proposition to tax individual
incomes, and it is still probable that the
solution of the matter will be a compromise
which will impose the tax mainly on
legacies and corporations, This proposition
is supported by the conservatiye members
of the Democratic majority—Messrs. Wil-
son, Turner, Montgomery, Stevens and

kran.
No Reciprocity in the Bill,

There is no suggestion of reciprécily in
the new tariff bill.  ““If there is anythin
in the bill, as it now stands, that savors ol
reciprocity, it will not be there when the
bill becomes a'law,” said Chairman Wilson
to-day. “‘By.reciprocity I mean,” he con-
tinued, ‘“‘that power vested in the Presi-
dent under v£e McKinley Act regu-
late tariffs by proclamation. Such a policy
will be cast out by the House root and
branch.”

835,000,000 Deficit,

Conservative Democrats are figuring that
the deficit caused by the mew bill will not
exceed $35,000,000. They -claim, in ad-
dition to the revenue to be derived from
the stimulated importation by the relief of
articles taxed to the degree of prohibition,
which they claim will amount to from ten
to fifteen millions, that the natural in-
crease in importation under the McKinley
bill, had not the hard times set in, would
have amounted this year to from $5,000,000
to $10,000,000. With the resumption of
business this increase, they think, would
fully be realized, so materially reducing
the amount to be raised by the internal
revenue and from some new measure yev
to be inaugurated.

Thinks It W iliBe Law Ian February.

Terre Havrg, Ind., Nov..20.—Senator
Voorhees in an interview said: “I think
the House will pass the Wilson tariff bill
in December, that the Senate will debate
it during Jaouary and will adopt it and
that it will be sent to the President é:y
February. ; €%

“[ believe all realize that a protracted
debate will injure the business interests of
the eountry, and after a reasonable time for
discussion I think there will be no disposi-
tion to obstruct a vote.”

FAVORS AN EXPORT DUZY ON LOGS.

E. B, Eddy Says Americans Must Have
Our Pine and Spruce,

MONTREAL, Que., Nov. 20.—E. B, Eddy,
the lumberman of Hull, in an interview on
the tariff bill, states that, despite the gen-
eral reduction of United States dutics, the
Canadian Govarnment should re-impose the
export daties on logs. ‘Put on the duty
on spruce logs,” said Mr. Eddy, “and the
Americans must pay the duty and keep on
buying our logs. They have no logs of their
own worth talking about. §The mills in
New York State are importing hundreds of
thousands of cords of spruce. The mills of
Michigan and Wisconsin are getting 30 per
cent. of their logs from Canada.” :

Mr. Eddy states that the spruce trade is
going to be the future lumber trade—not
pine. *‘Put the duty on spruce,” he says,
“and you will make miles of spruce land in
Ontario and Quebec worth millions which
;o-dgy are not worth the bite of a bumble-

ee. o :

Horse dealers say that the changing of
the American duty on horses from $30 per
head to 20 per cent. ad valorem will benefit
the Canadian horse dealers, Common
horses will benefit most, because under the
McKinley tariff the shipping of poor to
medium animals was practically prohibited,
as o $30 duty was charged on a horse, no
matter whether it was worth $50 or $500.
Under the proposed change all clasges of
horses can be shipped.

Hiram Robinson, presidentand general
manager of the Huwgubury Lumber Com-
pany, 18 not enthusiastic over the proposed
changes in the United-States tariff on lum-
ber. He says the changes may spur Cana-
dian business slightly at present, but that
they mean the more rapid destruction of
Canadian forests for the preservation of
those of the United States, He says the
reduction of duties will give the Americans
cheaper lumber at the expense of the Cana-
dian forests. - We derive an incidental pre-
sent benefit; that is all.

Farmers Want the Duty Maintaized on
Bork and Corn —Conal Oifl
should Be Free.

Berteviine, Nov. 20.—Messrs, J. F.
Wood, M.P., Comptroller of Inland Re-
venue, and Clarke Wallace, M.P., Comp-
troller of Customs, this morning conferred
with the farmers and business men of Hast-
ings and Prince. Edward as to revision of
the tariff. -

In the city hall there was a large gather-
ing of

r. Wood, in his opening remarks, re-
ferred to the- committee  appointed & year
.ago by the Government with the same ob-
jeot in view as now. The farmer’s interests,
he said, were recognized by the Government
as being secopd to none in the country, and
it was the intention of the Government to
make such a revision of the tariff as would
be best in the interests of the whole people.

Mr. John Caskey said that there was &
good murket this year for cheese; prices
were well sustained, The coal oil duty he
did not object to, as oil was very cheap. He
was in favor of protecting pork and beef.
Pork could be bropght from Chicago and
sold ohe‘?‘}wr than the home product.

Mr. W. A. Ketchum of Huntingdod
would not like to seé the duty taken o

rk  and beef, but would have
it. reduced on binder twine. Agri-
cultural implements were in his opinion
high enough now, although mo%a;_rmonlble
than years ago. Was not-in fayor of free
coin, . .

Senator Read, who, in ’76, moved in the
Senate the first resolution in favor of the
National Policy, said that at first he be-
lieved it taxed heavily on the farmer, but
as competition became keener the effect of
the policy was beneficial. In 12 years he had
not paid 85for agricultural implements. The
dutyshould be raised, he thought, onimport-
ed corn to be converted into spirits, Before
the duty was put on beef, he said, American
beef found a ready market as far east as
Halitax and St. John, but now a home
industry has been created. . Tobacco users
pay the duty on that article, Barley did
not grow to the same advantage .as in
former years. ¥

Mr. B. Mallory understood that Cana-
dians were buying their ‘binder twine as
cheaply as Americans, and he could not
see that Canadians would get it any cheaper
it there was absolute free trade, The duty on
porkand beef was anadvantage to Canadians,
he said. Cotton, nails, barbed wire and
such manufactures should enjoy an im-
munity from duty.

Mr.” P. R. Daly was in favor of pro-
tection. Free corn, in his opinion, woul
be a detriment to the farming community.
The English cheese murket was a greater
advantage to the farmers thaa the American
barley market. Dairying is a growing in-
dustry, in bis eyes, and the main suppors
of the farmer. Farmers found it difficult
to secure proper labor &t a reasonable
figure. He was not in favor of a radical
change of the tariff. The duty on ‘pork
should be increased. The N. P, has low -
ered the price of agricultural machinery.

Mr. Williams of Prince Edward said
that since the duty had been pat on grain
he, from an extensive barley grower,
bad taken up the ecultivati of
#ced * peas. BSome years were er
than others. Last year to one bushel sown
be had reaped eight, this year he ‘only
reaped three, From fouracres of peas his
net profit has been $200 an acre. He be-
lieved barley 2ouid be grown successfully if
the American duty was no¥ too bigh. The
new American tariff will encourage the
growth of barley by Canadian farmers. Coal
oil should be put on the free list. The duty
on binder twine, barbed wire, etc., be was
in favor of\having removed. He thought
there should be a duty on pork. This ter-
minated the day’s business.

The epidemic which-is presently ravag
ing the city is not believed to be the fore-
running warning of a newinvasion of the
Russian scourge “la grippe” which three
years ago struck down the aged and
weaklings and those it did ngt kill left
behind scarred and battored vict{ms.

Compared with the Aui&ﬁc,?’ourge which
previously ravaged Canada agd swept un-
hindered where it listed, the present
epidemic is a mere bagatelle. Women and
children and parties paid fixed salaries are
its principal victims.

Doesn't Affect Mechanics.

The majority of the manufacturing estab-
lishments report that the epidemic has not
decimated their working forces to any
appreciable extent, The Gendron Manu-
facturing Company employ 160 men—they
have two on the sick list. The Massey-
Harris Company have none. John Abel
reports levﬁzr eight sick. Johnston & Co.,
wholesale clothiers, who employ 40 hands,
report four or five laid up. The King boot
and shoe factury have no reported cases of
the epidemic. Gurney & Co. have, how-
ever, several employes who have been un-
able to attend to their work.

Shop Girls Suffer Severely.

" A number of the clerks in the larger dry-
goods houses were interviewed. Of these a
considerable percentage felt the effects of
the prevalent bad weather, as they ex-
pressed it. In all cases the symptoms were
those ascribed to la grippe, though in a
milder degree, Some girls in charge of
departments looked sleepy, tired and even
wretched, Innearly all cases they ascribed
any uncomfortable feelings they had to a
severe cold.

The timekeepers in, all the large retail
stores said that there was a large increase
of lost time during the present month, and
that this was no doubt due to the present
epidemic.

Mr, John Drynan of the firm of Murray
& Co., who employ over 200 bands, said
that there were more of the hands in his
employment sick than there were when the
grip was at its worst, In every depert-
ment throughout the pstablishment there
were from one to four \laid off In fact
they felt the effects of the present spéll
yvery much,

In Simpson’s there were only about half-
a-dozen sick, of whom only one is a man,

In Eaton’s there are some 30 or 40 hands
laid off, and the officials report that this is
a great increase on the irregularity of last
month.

FRIGHTFUL RAILWAY AUCIDENZ
¥ IN ITALY,

A Puullgr Train and s Goods Traia
ColiidegFire Spreads Over the Wreck

" and Roasts the Imprisoned Wounded—
An Appalling Scene—The Dead Num-
ber Thirty, the Mangled Two Score,

RomE, Nov. 20.—A deplorably fatal ac-
cident occurred on the railway between
Milan and Venice, Last night an express
train running from the former to the iptter
place collided with a freight train’a short
distance from Milan. Details are lacking,
but the accident appears to have been a
serious and most likely a fatal one, A pri-
vate telegram received by the representa-
tive of the United Press from a member of
the Italian Chamber of Deputies, who was
on the train, says that 20 persons were
killed and many seriously injured.

The Ministry of Public Works at Rome
has received no information regarding the
accident, but the officials there state that
they believe it occurred. It is stated that
# gas reservoir on one of the coaches of the
express train exploded and set fire to the
coaches and wagons. A number of the
people who were imprisoned in the wreck-
age are reported to have been burned to
death. - ; :

Two trains, an
express from Milan and a goods train laden
with inflammable material, collided just
outside Melzo, The wreckage was set on
fire by the lights on the trains and a most
horrible scene followed.

A
number of passengers were instautly killed,
while others were pinioned by the: miass-
es of wreckage lying upon them: 'Those
who were uninjured worked herofcally to
release the imptisoned men and women, an
succeeded in many cases in doing so,  The
flames spread rapidly, however, and it was
only a short time before the heat was 8o in-
tense that no one could approach the burn-
ing coaches and goods wagons. The cries
of the dying and’of the wounded, who saw
a horrible death staring them in the face,
were heartrending, and it was impossible to
render them any assistance.

A number of the members of the Chamber
of Deputies were on the express train and
despatches from them are arriving at the
Chamber, reporting their safety and briefly
describing the fearful scenes attending the
