Tunnel or Pipe.

"As to the method of conducting water 
to the city from the lake, means must be 
adopted that will secure immunity under all 
conditions from contamination of nay water. 
The latter water, owing to the situation of 
the city, will probably always contain a par­

amount of sewage. To conduct 
across the bay it will be 

necessary to select one of two methods, 
either the construction of a tunnel, which 
would practically put the conduit under the 
bay in such a position as to remove it from 
all possibility of bay water entérina:, or acci­
dental contamination by sewage from such 
source ; or the construction of a new pipe 
across the hoy, properly laid and protected so 
as to minimize as much as possible any lia­
bility to accident, and so constructed that it 
may be emptied at any time and thoroughly 
inspected. The tunnel would be the most
le“We0tbink it would be wise to carefully 
consider the advisability of constructing a 
high level intercepting sewer for carrying off 
the sewage of that portion of the city lying 
north of Queen-street, and conducting the 
same to sued a point as subsequent investi­
gation may prove to be the best and safest. 
This would relieve the bay of the greater 
proportion of the city sewage, and would 
proportionately reduce the risk of contami­
nation of the water supply. Iti construction 
is in any case inevitable, and if built would 
in a greet measure solve the present difficul­
ties of sewage and water supply.”

The concluding paragraph of the com­
munication emphasizes the necessity of im­
mediate action and the adoption of a liberal 
policy In dealing with these Important ques-
11 AM. Bailey objected to any more money 

being spenf on the present system. The 
only hope for a good water supply Is by
^AM^Thompson, sticking to his economical 

principles, opposed the building of a tunnel.
Aid. Gowanlock said a cast-iron pipe would 

be as much use and answer the same pur­
pose as well as a tunnel across the bay. Ho 
maintained that a steel pipe will not last as 
long as a cast-iron pipe.

Aid. Sheppard thought a cast-iron pipe 
would cost nearly as much as a tunnel, or at 
least over twice as much as a steel pipe.

MThe Globe Should Correct Tide.

The Globe frequently publishes very mie 
leading reports from its correspondent at 
Ottawa, of which its "Notes from the Capi­
tal,’’ dated March 4, is a fair sample. This 
letter says: “The blue book just issued from 
the Customs Department shows that On­
tario’s total trade last year amounted to $77,- 
834,000, of which $47,607,000 was with the 
United States and $27,036,000 with the 
British Empire. Ontario’s trade with the 
United States was therefore 61 per cent, of 
her trade with the whole world ; with the 
British Empire it was 35 per cent” No re­
ference is made or attention directed to the 
fact that these figures only refer to that pro­
portion of Ontario’s commerce which is 
shipped or received direct from or to Ontario 
ports, nor to tne important fact that they 
do not include that large portion of the 
trade of the province which is shipped or re­
ceived through Montreal, Quebec, Halifax, 
etc. Nor is there any allusion made to the 
further
proportion of the exports from Ontario to 
the Uaited States consists of produce 
uot’sold to,(but merely passing through, that 
country for export to Great Britain, etc. 
Tne Globe aud its Ottawa correspondent 
understand perfectly well that Ontario 
produce shipped from Montreal, Halifax, 
eto., is treated as exports from Quebec aj 
Nova Scotia, in the trade and navigation" 
returns, and that these returns do not afford 
any means of arriving at the foreign trade 
of any of the provinces. They also are 
perfectly aware that, with due allowance for 
the facts above stated, the trade of Ontario 
with Great Britain Is much larger than that 
With the United States, and that the pro­
portions as shown in The Globe’s corres­
pondence are grossly and wilfully mislead­
ing. Misrepresentations and concealments
