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FIFTEENTH YEAR

WILL RESCIND THE EMBARGO

IF CATTLE NOW LANDING PROVETO
BE HEALTHY.

Mr. Gardner Declines to Withdraw the
Restrictions Immediately—Canada Has
Efficient Quarantine Regulations—Cor-
reapondence With Newfoundiand's Gov-
ernor Will Not fle Disclosed.

Loxpox, April 23,—Sir - Francis H.
Evaus asked the Government to lay before
the House the correspondence which had
passed between the Government and New-
fcundland in regard to the prorogation of
the Newfoundland Legislature. Mr. Syd-
ney Buxton, Under Colonial Secretary, de-
clined to disclose the correspondence, The
telegrams which had passed were of an ex-
tremely confidential nature. He would
say, however, that the Government had
prorogued the Legislature upon perfectly
responsible advice.

The Question of Rescinding the Embargo.
RightHon. Herbert Gardner, President
of the Board of Agriculture, replying to
questions, stated that the Government
would make an immediate investigation of
the question of the re-admission of Cana-
dian cattle into England. He thought to &
reat extent o case had been made out in
avor of rescinding the regulations requir-
ing that Canadian cattle should be
slaughtered before they were Janded. The
enquiry would be conducted asa special
matter and would occupy as little time as
possible.

Right Hon, Henry Chaplin asked when
the enquiry would begin.

Mr, Gardoer said.the enquiry would be-
gin when bulk cattle began to srrive from
Canada. He was pressed to withdraw the
restrictions at once, but said he could not
do so prior to the investigation.

Good Quarantine Regulations Against t he
United States,

Right Hon. Alex Staveley Hill asked it
there existed any difficulty in enforcing the
quarantine regulations in regard to cattle
between the United States and the Domin-
ion ot Canada.

Mr. Gardner said that the precautions
taken by Canada against the entrance of
diseased cattle from the United States had
been materially strengthened during the
year 1893. If it were only necessary to
consider the question from this point of
view he would not hesitaté to conclude that
ample security was now afforded for the
withdrawal of the present restrictions.
The projected inquiry, he said, related
chiefly to scrutiny of the lungs of imported
cattle,

Mr. George Whiteley asked whather
Canadian representatives would be present
at the examination.

Mr. Gardner replied that the usual course
would be followed. .

Premier asimir-Perier threat-
epned that unless Blount retired the Goy-
ernment would introduce in the Chamber of
Deputies a bill excluding foreigners from
the presidency of all French railways.

cordance with the desire of New Zealand.
Mr. Percival represented to the Colonial
Office officials the great stimulus that such
an arrangement would naturally  give
to trade. New Zealand points to
its successful government of the Cook
Islands as the best grounds for the belief
that similar control in Samoa would prove
a suscess. It is also pointed out that the
trade of New Zealand with Samoa exceeds
that of any other country, and is double
that of the United States, while much
stress is laid upon the fact that the German
residents of Samoa would welcome a modi-
fication of the existing arrangement,

Beruin, April 23.—A French officer was
caught in the wintergarten of the Hotel
Central this morning, while he was trying
to steal the bullet proof coat which Tallon
Dow exhibits there daily. He told a
rambling story for the purpose of
convincing his captors that he was innocent
of wrong intentions. To avoideomplications
his captors evantually released him. This
afternoon about 20 German infantry officers
were testing Dow’s coat privately when the
Frenchman asppeared among them. He was
recognized and ordered to leave Berlin ‘at
once if he wished to eseape prosecution.
He went on an early evening train.

An Appalling Aspect of Aflairs.

Arngxs, April 23.—There were several
slighter shocks ot earthquake last night and
to-day. Telegrams received from the
shaken districts represent an sppalling
aspect of affairs. Whole villages are in
ruins and the survivors are camping out, in
many cases entirely without food. The
total number of deaths reported is now 227,
ot which 130 were killed at Malesina alone.

The King and Prince Nicholas, accom-
panied by their suites, arrived at noon to-
day at a village pear Atalanti. Tney pro-
ceeded on horseback in order to visit several
of the ruined villages.

The total number of deaths in Greece
caused there by the earthquakes is 220.
About 300 persons were injured.

Agricultural Depression in Prussia,

Beruix, April 23.—Io the Pcussian Diet
to-day the bill providing for the establish-
ment of Chambers of Agriculture was dis-
cussed. Coust Von Heyden, Minister of
Agriculture, said that the position of hus-
bandry in Prussia was so serions that it
needed earnest attention, During the past
decade, he added, the mortgages on farms
had increased by 1} milliards marks.

WasHINGTON, April 23.—In a letter to
the Department of State accompanying a
copy of the new tariff law of India, Consul-
General Polk of Calcutta says: The act is
strictly an act for the raising of revenue.
This action bas been rendered necessary by
the increased revenue required to meet the
payments on the gold debt due from India
to England resulting. from the fall in the
gold value of silver, which is the money of
the country. The most remarkable festure
of the act is that it allows manufactures of
cotton about 40 per cent. of the total im-
ports to come in free, a provision which has
excited intense but ineffectual opposition.

ANARCHISTFERRARA'S PLANS

And Also Intended to Kill Police In-
spector Metville—Incriminating Docu~
ments Found in His Koom-—Anarchis!

Documents that will be |of the
greatest  assistance to the pplice of
other countries besides England were fonnd
in his rooms, giving details concerning the
various Anarchist meetings which have
taken place in London for some time past.
Ferrara asdmitted his complizity with Polti
and the police now believe that they have
beyond doubt arrested the head cpntre and
chief of the Anarchists of London.

At the examination of Ferrara ghe police
testified that while being taken to bhe police
station Ferrara said that if he had had money
he would not be taken like this, Continuing,
the prisoner said: *‘I would have bought «
revolver and would have killed six or seven
of you. 1 was an idiot to go to Bow-street
when Meunier’s affair was on, but I went
there for the purpose of seeing Inspector
Melville so that I might recognize him, as
1 intended to kill him,

A Bomb for the Royal Exchange,

If I had had money I would have taken
Polti’s bomb to France or Italy, but, hav-
ing none, I meant to use it in the Royal
Exchange, London. England 1s the richest |
country and at the Exchange there would
be many rich people together. 1 would
have thrown my bomb and escaped if I
could. If I failed others would take my
place.”

The recital of this portion of the evidence
against Ferrara caused a sensation in court.
The prisoner, who looked utterly uncon-
cerned, smiled throughout the proceedings,
He was remanded.

Charles Meunier, the one referred to by
Ferrarsa, is the hunchback Anarchist, said
to be the partner of Ravachol, who was
arrested at the Liverpool-street ruilroad
station by Inspector Melville on April 4,
charged with being concerned in the ex-
plosion at the Cafe Veney, Paris.

Ferrara was expelled from France some
time ago as a dangerous Anarchist. French
officials who are interested in the case
against him arrived here to-night.

From Secretary
Carlisle’s intimate ledge of tariff mat-
ters much is expectéd in the way of har-
monizing conflicting intereits and perfect-
ing the bill. 5
Numerous Conferences,
Numerous conferences held in committes
rooms to-day indicate that an effort on the
art of the Democrats to get together is
being made, One of the most conspicuous
of these conterencesz was held in Mr. Cock-
rell’s room this evening snd was attended
by Messrs. Cockrell, Vest, Harris and
Jones of Atkansas, who were closeted to-
getner for more than an hour.
This meeting was for the purpose of ar
ranging upon some plan of action whereby
business could be facilitated and the debat
on the pending bill pushed along as expe-
ditiously as possible. It was decided
that after Wednesday next, when the
unanimous consent under which the Senate
is now working shall have expired, another
agreement be asked for, which would in-
clude a longer session than that which has
been held during the past three weeks.

It is said the subject of further conces-
sions was also discussed and some color is
given to this report by the fact that subse-
quently Senator Smith was sent for and
remained in close. consultation with
Senators Vest and Jones of the Finance
committee. Mr. Gorman also formed a
part of this consultation party for quite s
long time later in the evening.
