A Big Colonization Schemse.

A HUGE MILK FARM IN THE NORTH-WEST.

Orrawa, May 6.—The extensive cheese
exporter, Mr. George Morton, of Kingston,
is at present in the city. He has bad
several interviews with the Governor-
1aining to matters in counection with his
North West colonization scheme. His
intentions are to form & company with a
paid up capital of $400,000, to fence in
244 farms of 160 acres each, break up 40
acres on each farm, build a good house,
and stock each lot with thirty milch cows.
All these farms to be served with a narrow
gauge railroad of two feet track, with a
station at every man’s door, the railway to
be 33} miles in length, with 58 stations ;
also to collect the milk daily for six
months or longer, to raise all the calves
instead of deaconing them as practised in
dairy districts of America, and to build an
immense cheese and butter factory for
manufacturing cheddar, stilton, and'
gruyere cheese from the 6,700 cows, which

the settler. This scheme will be of great
advantage to poor men baving familics
who can milk stock, thus saving the
otherwise necassary outlay for labor. It
will doubtless cause a stir in the cheese-
producing communities of America and
Great Britain.  Conducted with this
scheme 75,000 acres of a raache for feed-
ing steers are required, and are expected
to be leased from the Government.
