rivers were inundated. In Lunenburg Co. 
the damage was also great, particularly in 
Sherbrooke which estimates damage*at be- 
tween three and four tbousund dollar*.

The freshet in this County, so far a* we 
have been able to learn, did not do any 
wry extensive damage. The railway track 
to the ea-tward of this town was flooded fora 
mile and a half, #ie water being a^out four 
feet deep, and causing Hie track to float in 
some pUce*. That portion of lint public 
road running by Use resilience of Mr. 
Edward Saunders, about two miles from 
tbi* town was three feet under water, and 
the bouse flooded.

Steamer "City Point" Ashore.

Damariscotta, Me., March 20 —The 
purser of the stinr. ‘*City Point," 
ashore in Pemaquid harbor, i* here. 
He says there was a very heavy sea on 
last night and it was thick this morn­
ing, and the captain tried to make 
Boothbay harbor and could not. He 
came into Pemaquid harbor about ten 
o’clock; made the harbor on account 
of the weather only. Could make no 
headway, and was not short of coal. 
An instant before she struck a pilot 
boarded and told them they were close 
on the rocks. Tried to come about 
and pattially succeeded. When the 
stern grounded it wae near high water. 
At low water the steamer was entirely 
out of the water. The purser says the 
steamer is in a position not to strain 
her much , others say she is in a bad 
position. She will endeavor to kedge 
off to-night. The passengers remained 
aboard. .Surprise is expressed at the 
steamer running into the harbor so far, 
is good anchorage an ample protection 
could be made more than a mile out 
from where she is ashore. Warning 
gesture* were also made from a 
schoDner anchored in the harbor.

Another despatch dated the 22nd 
inst., says the City Point is still ashore. 
A number of the passengers have taken 
the train for their destinations. A 
portion of the cargo was taken from 
her, hut with a full head of steam 
on she could not be floated at high 
water. The cargo was then all remov­
ed and a tug tried to pull her ott, but 
still the steamer remained fast The 
position she is lying in is straining her, 
as about two thirds lies fairly on the 
beach, with the bow projecting into 
deep water.

The City Point is a side wheel vessel, 
built at Mystic, Ct., in 1854, metaled 
in 1875, and owned by the Florida S. S. 
Co. of New York, hut recently purchas­
ed for the Hatheway line.
