Canadian Fisheries.

Hon. Wm. Smith, deputy minister of fish-
eries for Canada, read a paper at the World's
Fair recently on the Canadian fisheries in
which he said: * There were in 1892 in the
Canadian fisheries 63,678 men, using nets
and other fishing gear valued at over $7,-
590,000; about 1,000 schooners and steam
vessels of the aggregate tonnage of 37,200,
valued at $2,000,000 and manned by 8,330
sailors; there were 55,348 shore fishermen,
with 30,500 boats valued at over $1,000,000
and with nets and gear worth $1,475,000.”
The system adopted for the protection of
the fisheries and to secure reproduction of
fish was described, reference being made to
the hatcheries, fourteen in number, In the
year 1892 there were sent out from these
136,000,000 of fry, consisting of salmon,
whitefish, trout and lobsters. The bounty
system was also referred to, the amount ex-
(%qnd(-d last year being $1,500,000. . The

anadian government, he announced, re-
cently offered two prizes to be awarded for
the best models of fishing vessels, in order to
secure superior and safe vessels, and a num-
ber of models have been received When
the award is made by the competent judges
there is likely to be a new development of
fishing vessels.

Protecting the sea coast and inland fish-
eries calls for the employment of 400 men
besides about 200 temporary guardians en-
gaged at certain seasons, as when fish are
spawning, and calls for an unusual expendi-
ture of $150,000. In addition there are six
steamers and two fast sailing schooners,
whieh, with their crew, cost $100,000 a
year.

all perfect in size and color, which Ishall en-
deavor to exhibit to the best advantage to
our province at the Chicago world’s fair.

As potatoes are one of our leading exports
I have selected 20 varieties of the best ever
grown for exhibition also, and I hope to be
able to report most favorable of results next
month.

I wish to inform the large number of mem-
bers of our association and all interested in
fruit growing that the committee appointed
to found a school of horticulture are working |
diligently along the line, and by wmeans of
the liberal and praiseworthy grant of the
Nova Scotia government for that purpose
have been able to make all necessary ar-
rangements for opening the school, but the
difficulty of obtaining a capable professor of
horticulture has delayed us. We confidently |
expect to open the school with a competent
professor about January lst, 1804, if not
sooner.

The failure of the apple and potato crop
in the United States secures for us a good
demand with fair prices for our cropsin that
market this year.

God will need to pity the poor
this winter.

This state ot affairs is not to be wholly
avoided this year, owing to the monetary
crisis which has visited that country, but un-
der ordinary circumstances might be greatly
ameliorated were the people to use ordinary
foresight and a little wisdom. The iubabi-
tants of that country while enjoying reason-
able salaries and steady employment, have
been in the habit of living up to all that they
could earn, living on theluxuries, and dipping
deep into the pleasures of life, letting the
future take care of itself. Then, when the
evil day comes and the source of supply is
cut off they have nothing to depend upon
but the charity of the world, and that is very
uncertain.

The outlook for the poor is very bad when
moneyed men have had their fortunes crush-
ed out, and the business men are bankrupt;
the help which could be commanded in bet-
ter times, connot be obtained now, and we
fear that many too prou . to beg or steal,
will suffer the pangs of hunger and succumb
to the biting cold of the wintry winds.
