. TERRIBLE SUFFERING OF THE SURVIVORS IN

A LIFEBOAT BEFORE THEY REACHED
THE SHORE—HARD EXPERIENCE OF A
BRAVE WOMAN—A PASSENGER WHO LOST
WIFE AND CHILD TELLS THE STORY OF
THE WRECK.

London, Jan. 30.—The North German
Lloyd stesmship Fibe, Bremen for New York,
was sunk in collision with a small steamer,
50 miles off Lowestoft, early this morning.
The Elbe carried 350 souls. Only 21 surviv-
ors have been landed, but a few others may
still be afloat in one of the ship’s small boats.

At 10 o'clock this evening the number of
lives lost was given out as 350.

The survivors of the wreck were landed
at Lowestoft by the fishing smack Wild
Flower at 5.40 this evening.

All the survivors are in a pitiable con-
dition. Thefpassengers were but half cloth-
ed, and their few garments were frozen stiff
and their hair coated withice. Theanxiety
and effect exhausted them so completely
that they had to be helped ashore. The
officers and sailors were fully dressed.
Their clothes were drenched and frozen, and
they had been almost paralyzed with cold
and fatigue. They had been ashore three
hours before they recovered sufficiently to
tell their story of the wreck.

Their accounts agreed upon the following
points; The Eibe left Bremen on Tuesday

terroon. The few hours of the voyage be-
fore the disaster were uneventful. At 4
o’clock this morning the wind was blowing
very hard and tremendous sea runuing. The
morning was unusually dark. Numerous
lights were seen in all directions, showing
many vessels near by. The captain ordered
rockets sent up at regular intervals to warn
craft to keep out of the Klbe's course.
About 6 o’clock, when the Elbe was some 50
miles off Lowestoft, coast of Suffolk, the
outlook sighted a steamer of about 1,500
approaching. He gave wordasa precaution.
The number of rockets was doubled, and
they were sent up at short intervals.

The warning was without effect. The
steamer came on with unchecked speed, and
before the Elbe could change her course or
reduce her speed notably there was a terrific
crash of collision.. The ZKibe hit abaft
the engine room. When the smaller steam-
er wrenched away an enormous hole was
left in the Elbe's side, and the water poured
through and down into the cataract. The
room was filled almost instantly and the
engines became still. The big hull began to
settle. The passengers were in bed. The
bitter cold and rough sea prevented any
early rising. Noone except the officers and
crew were on duty on deck when the ship
struck.

The shock and crash roused everybody.
The steerage was in a panic in a moment.
Men, women and children, half dressed or in
their night clothes, came crowding up the
companionways. They clung together in
groups, facing the cold and storm and cried
aloud for help or prayed on their knees for
deliverance.

The officers and crew were calm. For a
few minutes they went among the terror-
stricken groups, trying to quict them and
urging them to hope the vessel might be

It was soon apparent that the Elbe was
settling steadily. The officers were con-
vinced that she was about to flounder and
gave orders to lower the boats. In a short
time three boats were got alongside. The
seas were breaking over the steamer with
great force, and the first boat was swamped
before anybody could get in it. The other
two boats were lowered about the same time
and filled quickly with members of the crew
and some passengers. The number was
small, as the boats hold only twenty persons
each.

The boat carrying 21 persons which land-
ed at Lowestoft pat off in such haste from
the sinking steamer that nobody noticed
what became of the other boats survivors,
but it is belicved she got away safely. They

__say they were tossed about in the heavy

seas for several hours before they sighted
the Wild Flower. The little smack bore
down on them at once and took them aboard.
They were exhausted from excitement and
exposure. Several werein a state of col-
lapse and had to be carried and dragged
from one boat to other.

Miss Annie Buecker, the only woman in
the party, was prostrated as soon as they got
clear of the Elbe. She lay in the bottom of
the boat for five hours, with the seas break-
ing over her and the water shipped half
covering her body. Although her physical
strength was gone she showed true plack
and did not utter a word of complaint. She
repeatedly urged her companions not to
mind her, but to look after themselves.
Hoffmau’s leg was hurt severely while he
was changing boats. The Wild Flower’s
crew gave the survivors every possible atten-
tion,

Upon landing the survivors were taken
in charge by B. B. Brandber, German con-
snl at Lowestoft, who sent some to the sail-
ors’ home and others to the Suffolk hotel.
Miss Buecker took passage only to South-
ampton.

Carl Hoffmann, who came ashore in the
Wild Flower, said in an interview: My
home is in Great Island, Nebraska. I had
my wife and boy of seven with me on
the Elbe. I am utterly wretched, I became
separated from them and hardly dare hope
they are sauved. Iam abroad to visit relatives
in Germany during the last four months,
accompanied by my wife and boy. We left
Bremen for home Tuesday. I was asleep in
the stateroom when a noise like a gun shot
woke me. I jumped out of bed and spoke
to my wife, who had been roused assudden-
ly. I asked her what she thought the trou-
ble was. She seemed to pay little attention
toit. I was not greatly alarmed, although
I heard scuffling feet and hoarse shouts on
deck. I hurried into a few clothes and went
to the upper deck. I saw only too clearly
what had happened. I rushed below, help-
ed my wife and boy, threw on a few clothes
and we went on deck together.

¢« The excitement and confusion cannot be
described. [ never saw anything like it.
Everyone seemed to bave lost his head.
The scene was distressing beyond anything
I ever saw. Men, women and children were
running about madly, the women screamed
with terror and every man getting in the
other’s way. The darkness increased the
confusion and fright. Suddenly I heard
shrill, distressing cries from the women,
¢ There are no more boats.” Isaw men at
the davits. I noticed the ropes were frozen
80 hard or tangled or something of the sort
that the sailors had to chop them frantically
to get the boats clear. The sailors were do-
ing their best and working with might and
main.

They finally got out the aft quarter. boat
ou the port side. T could see it full of peo-
- ple. The sailors could not lower it. Mean-
hile the steamer was settling perceptibly.
took my boy in my arms and got into the
second boat. My wife was close behind,
body shouted. ** All women and
children g> on lha other side of the ship.”
I believe the captain gave the order. My

 wife started to run across the deck and that

&-MInwol her, I clung to my

miraculous that the boat wa not uﬁpﬂ
Another boat was got out and I took my
boy into it. I suppose he remained by my
side, but just as the boat was lowered I
found he had disappecaed.

« He was torn away in the rush and scram-
ble for places. I tried to get him back, but
the boat went down with a jump and the
moment we reached the water the sailors
pushed off.”

Miss Buecker said: I was in bed when
the steamers struck. I was aroused by a
great crash, followed by shouts and tramp-
ling of feet on deck. It was dark when I
reached the top of the stairs leading to the
deck. I found two life boats being lowered
and ran to one. The steamer was sinking
gradually. One side was already low in the
water. Some men shoved me into the boat,
which was then lowered. We had hardly
reached the water before the boat upset and
all were thrown out. Most of the others
managed to get back on the steamer. I
went under and when I came up I clutched
the bow of the capsized life boat and clung
to it until another life boat picked me up.
We suffered terribly until che Wild Flower
rescued us. I lost all my clothes, but saved
my money and watch, which were in a belt
around my waist.”

The following are survivors of the steamer
Elbe landed ‘at Lowestoft: Ollberg, third
oficer: Neussell, first engineer; Wefer, pay-
master; Schulthuis, Lynkmeyer and Sitting,
assistant paymasters; Furst, chief stoker;
Vicebe, steward; Wenning, Singer and
Sieber, sailors; Dresch and Batke, ordinary
seamen; Weissenger, German piiot; Green-
ham, English pilot; Hoffman, Eugen, Schie-
gel and Vevers, saloon passengers; Belthen
and Tween, steerage passengers. Hoffman
belongs in Nebraska. His wife and boy
went down with the ship. The survivors
say there is no doubt Capt. Von Goessel was
drowned.

The outdoor habiliments of all children,
both young and old, should be selected for
warmth and lightness of weight. Bundling
up not only prevents free usage of limbs, but
also impedes the circulation of the blood and
makes the child an easy prey to cold.

Toddlers should have stout shoes, over-
shoes, drawn leggins, pea jacket, mittens,
cap and veil, besides their ordinary house
clothes.

Older children will do quite well in rubber
boots, pea jacket, mittens and cap. A pea
jacket is preferable to any other style of coat,
being just as warm but much less clumsy.
Children all like free use of their legs.

If the house has an empty room, turn it
over to the children. Have no pictures on
the wall nor any furniture that is of the
slightest value. The windows should be
screened by wire netting, and if near the
floor, protected by iron bars without so that
there is no danger of falling out. If the
floor shows wide cracks, have the children
putty them up.

The stove, if one is needed, must a.hm be
screened, to prevent the slightest possibility
of fire. Any decorations the children want
to make should be allowed, provided they
furnish them with their own money, or in-
genuity. It gives them a sense of ownership
they can attain in no other way.

Here all the rough and tumble games not
permissible in the nursery can be played.
The floor, if even, can be used for roller
skatiog and croquet, while base and football,
circus and tag, can be played withimpunity.

A tool chest and scroll saw will wile away
many rainy days, and a heap of sawdust will
keep even the baby in Elysium.

Make the children themselves keep the
room tidy, ahd while not insisting on the
order that reigns in the nursery, yetsee that
utter chaos is avoided.

With so many counter attractions display-
ed by saloons and like places the first desire
of every parent should be to keep her children
home. The only way it can be done is to
furnish pastimes that so draw them to the
simpls home life that no place in after years
will ever be able to compete with it. At no
time does foresight so repay as in childhood.

A Pretty Slipper-Bag.

New and pretty bits of usefulness are
continually being evolved, but, for all that
the craving after novelty seems scarcely sat-
isfied. ** Something new in fancy work,” is
the incessant cry of the devotee and artists
exert themselves to meet the demand.

In place of the old-time slipper-bag, made
to hang on the closet door, composed of six
or eight pockets, a very pretty receptacle
for slippers and shoes cau be made in the
shape of a loosely closed sunshade. Take
the handle of an old sunshade and buy one
yard of fancy cretonne or momie cloth; also
one yard of silesia of a pretty contrasting
color to use as lining. Cut both pieces in
the shape of a circle, the diameter of which
should be the width of the cretonne, which
usually comes thirty inches wide. Cut
through circle once to middle, then lay
right side of lining on right side of cretonne;
stitch around circle; turn inside out, and
finish edge with pretty silk or tinsel cord;
then fold circle. into four or six pockets,
stitching each pocket to unfinished edges,
leaving a casing through which to run sun-
shade handle; fasten a fancy ribbon-bow to
cover seam. If the handle has a crook, it
can be hung up by same; if not, tie on han-
dle fancy bow by which to suspend it. This
makes a fancy as well as useful ornament,
and need not be hung in the closet out of
sight.
