THE LESSON EXPLAINED

Time and Place—March, A.D. 30: Jericho,
not long after the last Lesson.

Connection—Jjesus hasleft Perea and isappreach-
ing Jerusalem for the very last week of dis ministry.

I. Jesus anp BarmivEvus.—85-87. He
(Jesus) drew nigh (Rev. Ver.) unto Jericho (the
city of palm
trees, Deut.
34:3); hav-
g crossed
the Jordan

Sycamore Trec
(A Tree with Fraltlike Figs)

from Perea. Blind man ; Bartim:zus by name,
Mark 10 : 46. Begglng. In those days there
was almost no way for a blind man to carn s
living. Hearing. Where sight is Iacking, the other
senses are often wonderfully quick. A multitude
(Rev. Yer.); a great procession going to Jerusalem
for the approaching Passover. Inquired, ete. (Rev.

Ver.); eager to know what was happening. Jesus
of Nazareth. At this nawe a sudden bope would
flame up in the blind man’s heart. This wonderful
Healer could give him sight !

88, 89. Thou son of David; a title of the pro-
mised Messiah, who was to open the eyes of the blind,
Isa. 29: 18; 42: 7. Have mercy on me. How
his whole heart went into that cry for help! Re-
buked him ; to save the great Teacher from being
troubled by this insignificant blind beggar. Cried
out the more (Rev. Ver); kept on shouting louder
than before. Compare the widow's importunity
in Lesson VIIL

40-43, Jesus stood ; quick to hear, eager to help.
Commanded him to be brought. Totally blind,
he could not find the way alone. 'What wilt thou ?
A door is set wide open. Lord..my sight. A
whole world of desire and trust and hope is in this
cry. Receive thy sight ; a royal command, open-
ing up the beautiful world to eyes before unable to
see it. Thy falth; taking. as with outstretchea
bhand, the great gift. Saved thee; from all the
misery of blindness. Note the four results of this
miracle, in v. 43.

II. Jesus AND ZACCHEUS.—Ch. 19: 1.5,
Passing through Jericho (Rev. Ver.); on the way
up to Jerusslem, sbout seventeen miles away.
Zaccheseus. . a chief pudblican (Rev. Ver); one
of the tax-gatherers for the Roman government, a
class hated and despised among the Jews. Rich;
perhaps through dishonesty, v. 8. Sought to see
Jesus ; doubtless with desire after a better life,
Note Zacchus' two hindrances, the press (crowd),
