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legislation were restricted to the control of
the city in the matter of the construction of
their lines within the city.

The opinion of Justice Garrow was exceed-
ingly explicit. His Lordship doubted whether
the provisions of the Ontario statute were in
conflict with those of the Dominion. This
provision of the second Dominion and Ontario

acts could never have been intended to abso-

lutely prohibit the entry into the city of the
Company’s poles and lines, otherwise they
could not even have reached their head office
without the city's consent. This required
consent, he thought, must be read as a power
to regulate and not to prohibit. Under both
acts the consent of the council is necessary
to a location of a line, which must be located
somewhere, and in the locating of which the
parties must, of course, act reasonably, but
the statutes required action and not merely
refusal to act. He thought that both parties
were in some degree excessive in their
claims, the city claiming a power to withhold
entirely their consent, and the Company
claiming that they were empowered to choose
th ir own streets.

The city council will probably take the case
to a higher court.
