'he water in the Otsawa rivers is higher
thun it was even knowmn to Le at this time of
year—and we regret to say is still raising,
although the north waest 1ods have not yet
had time te come down—when they do, it is
feared uunless the water considerably abates
bafore then, an incalculable amout of dam-
age will ensue. The Chaudiere Falls just
now presents & grand and imposing speclacle,
aud would well repay the lovers of tke sub-
lime and awfully grand in natura to paying
them a visit  Victoria Island ik completely
submerged, the water ruaning through the
mills, and, we regret Lo say, a largo quantity
of sawn lumber piled on the bauks of the
river, bss been swept away. Fears are en-
tertained for Peroly & Patie's mill, and
should it go, it would most likely take with
it the Suspension Bridge, thus cutting oft
the communication between the Cities of
Ottawa and Hull.

Galinean Point Village is completely sub.
merged, the inhablants being obliged to
move about in boats, and a great many
houses have been vacated, and much dam-
age done to property. From up the river
we learn that tho Union Forwarding Com
pany’s wharves and Storehouses at Portage
du Fort arc considerably dammged. Oue of
the bridges has been swept away—houses
are inundated on all sides and the inbabit~
ants have bad to evacuate them. At Clar-
endon Centre a great amount of damuge is
seported— quite 1 number of bridges have
been swept away. The inbabitants 7 the
Desert Village are using canoes to pass from
one street to another. We fear when the
history of this flood is written it will reveal
an amount of damage hitherto unknown in
this part of the country.
