Oxe Huxprep Suors per Minute.—The St.
Catharines Journal says:--¢‘Lieut. Colonel
Sydney Barnett, of the 44th Welland Batt,,
has recently invented a gun which will give
the Fenians, should they ever attempt te
molest us again, 8 most warm roception.
During the last Fenian raid Colonel Barnett,
then Captain, was detailed with his company
to watch and protect the Suspension Bridge.
This he thought both a difficult and danger-
ous task, his men being scattered at consid-
erable distances, involving a delay of two or
three hours. The thougat occurred to him
that a machine could be invented which
would make it possible to protect tho Bridge
with three or four men against the assaults
of hundreds. As soon as the excitoment
was over Col. Barnett commenced thinking
and experimenting, and tho result is, that
in connection withMr. Master,of Chippaws,
he has succeeded in ({)roducing a machine
which will fire onc hundred shots per minute.
The machine consists of ten barrels, all of
which are loaded and discharged with one
motion for each, The machine weighs about
3001bs., and is mounted on a light gun car-
ringe, which can be moved casily by hand.
We do not feel at liborty to describe tho
machine more minutely at present. The
gun has been tried, and has been found to
be all that its inventor anticipated. We
hope thatit is, and more t00.”
