All these rail-
ways have tended to draw grain which former-
ly went to Brandon. About 15,000 bushels
were marketed during last week, 55¢ being
sbout "the usual price for No. 1 hard, which
was about 2c higher than the previous week.
Oats scarce, and worth from 33c to 40c, the lat.
ter for choice seed.

THE Macleod Gazette reports the following
customs seizure of live stock: “On the 27th of
June last Messrs. Howry & Judd, bankers, of
Kast Saginaw, Michigan, drove into the Cypress
Hills country some 1,300 head of cattle, a fow
horses aud a general ranche outfit. The cattle
when brought in were reported by the mounted
police, and were 8aid to be inspected shortly
afterwards by Dr. McEachran, government
veterinarian, and by Major Jarvis, N.W.M.P.
At the time the cattle were brought in, Messrs,
Howry & Judd had no lease nor have they yet
obtained one, although application, we under-
stand, has been made to the Department of In-
terior. Owing to some misunderstanding no
custoins entry has been made, and on the 7th
November the cattle and the outfit were aeized
by the superintendent of custons, acting under
instructions from the department at Ottawa.
The matter is now in the hands of the goveru-
ment, but what action will be taken is not yet
known. If the government decide to sell the
cattle timely, notice will be given,”

Valuable
reference is also made to the vacantlands of the
province, surrounding the city. Altogether the
work is one which redvunds to the credit of the
publlshem, and should result in much good to
the city.
