MONTREAL, QUE.—A bill was last
week passed in the Quebec Legislature
authorizing the city of Montreal to con-
struct 4 subwav from Craig to Commis-
stoner strects.—The Richelicu & Ontario
Navigation Co. will build a stcel steamer
during the winter. The vessel will be
about 160 feet long, and will cost about
$200,000.—At the last mecting of the
Council of the Mumapalty of Verdun,
the by-law providing for the construction
of a dyke along the river front was read a
sccond time and passed. The work is
cstimated 1o cost $70,000. Mr. james
Adam was appoiuted engincer in charge

FIRES.

A serious fire oniginated in the Globe
building, corner Yonge and Melinda
streets, ‘Toronto, on Saturday last. The
Globe building, a five story brick struc-
ture erected about four yeats ago, was
entirely destroye:l, togethes with the large
new warchouse of S. ¥. McKinnon & Co.,
just completed. The former was valued
at $160,000 and the lattes at $175,000,
including contents; the greater portion of
the above losses is covered by insurance.
The other losses are: Kobin, Sadler &
Haworth, $20,000; Toronto Lithograph-
ing Company, plant, $125,000; Nicholas
Rooney, wholesale dry goods, bwmlding,
$25,000, stock $30,000; Hairy Webb,
restaurant, buwlding, 325,000 ; stock,
$00,000 ; Brough Pnnung Co., printers,
stock, $25,000; Miller & Richard, print-
ers’ supplies, $5,000.—The large brick
restdence of J. K. McCargar, Deputy-
Reeve of Thurlow, has been destroyed by
fire. Loss, $3.000.—The S1. Augustine
Episcopal church at Danville, Que., was
destroyed by fite on the 7th inst. The
church was a brick structure, valued at
$12,000, on which there was $3,000 insur-
ance. The pastor is Rev. Thomas Blay-
lock.—The premises owned and occupied
by Cland S. Burrows at Huntingdon,
Que., were consumed by fire last week.
Insurance $4,100. Edwurd Memificld’s
residence near Wheatley, Ont., has been
burned. Loss, $1,200; partially insured.
—A stone block on Duke street, Ottawa,
owned by J. C. Brennan was gutted by
fire recently  The loss is estimated at
$7,000. — The wirc mattress factory of
Murphy & Hart, at Toronto Junction,
was completely destroyed by fire on the
sthnst. Theloess will amoun: to $30,000.
