regretted deeply everything he had done ; that he
weuld much mend matters by goiog over to Bou.
logne and firing at the brother of the lady he had
wronged, or by “standing a shot,” as it used to be
called in Ireland in former days. If he had done so
and accepted the proposal, very possibly the jary
would have been spared the trouble of investigat-
ing this case. His lordship thought it exceedingly
likely that they would have, but as nothing of that
kind had taken place, there could not be & shaddow
of a doubtthat this contract had been violated and
broken in the most plain and decisive terms by thia
gentleman, Mr. Morris;and there was no doubt, put-
ting extraneous circumstances cutside,that theyought
to give such damages as would be temperate and,
he would say, tully compensate the lady. They had
in the considerarion of damages full liberty to range
over the whole of the connection of those parties
from first to last. They were not tied down by any
narrow commercial view of the injury she sustained
from the match she had lost. They were not to take
into account the whole value of this gentleman's
fortune in presento and in expecting. Indeed, they
never could come at a caleulation of that sort, but
they ougzht to consider everything in the case ; and
if holding on the oue side tkat she bad lost an ad.
vantageous match, and so on the other hand that
he was not engaged in a connection to which either
he or hia fricnds were indisposed, and had broken
an engagement entered into for that purpose, they
ought to compensate, and not be chary of the
amount of compensation that should be given to set
the young lady in as advantageousa position as pos-
gible before the eyes of all those wlio had been feast-
ing themselves with the'scandal and gossip which
they had been hearing fortwo long days here, and
which he was afraid had occupied them too long al-
rendy. He now left the case in the bands of the
jury.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Catnouic Reeisresrion SocieTy. — A meeting of
the borough of Southwark branch of this association
was held on Wednesday eveniag, 23th July, in the
schoolrooms, Tooley Street, under the presidency of
Sir Charles Clifford. The chairman, in a spirited
speech, exhorted those present to use every effort
to torwnrd the objects of the association, always
bearing in mind that this movement was notan
aggressive one, but malnly directed towards obtain-
ing their just share, as Catholics, in municipal,
school board, -and Parliamentary elections.

Grorgia —Reports continue fuvorable in most of
the countivs, but some com plain of drought. Liberty,
Campbell, Worth, Clay and Fayette couoties espe-
cially report gerious injury, and in Worth cotton is
opening prematurcly.

Floridn—Cotton is maturing prematurely. Late
corn und sweet potatoesare also suffering from ex-
tremely hot, dry weather. . N
