ETGGESTING AN IRIEH-AMBRICAN FEDERAL CCUNCIL
IN THE CELTIC COXFEDERATION.

New Yorg, July 7 —Michael Davitt met at
the Astor House yesterday afternoon the com-
nittee of seven nppoiunted by the Chicago
Land Lengue Convention and by the Central
CQouncil of the Land League of America.

Tho demesror of this wun sermd to have «x-
cited no particuler sttcntion daving tha voy-
age, byt upon Isacing ho made his woy to the
district of Prescott and 8t Helen's, whure
thero exists a pumerons liish coloay, mozt of
{he men beiny employed in the collieries
which abound throughout tholocality, Hure
ko became intoxicated, aud whilst under the
irfluence ot drink was observed to be tiourigh-
ing about s draft for a large sum of money,
bis v-role actions being deomed eo snspiclous
that he was taken icto custody. Upon be.
ing cxeminad the document was fourd to bo
& Jetter or drefr upon the White Star Com-
pany’s Livespool cfiice for the rum of £567.
1t was ot onco taken down to the head office
of the ccmpauy in Water Street, and inquiries
were eot on foot as to the circumstances un-
dor which the droft bad come to he taken
out. Unfortunately, however, for the bope of
making any dlicovery whick might throw
light upon the aflalr, it was founa that the
company do an extonsive busioesy in roch
dra’ts which are presented from day lo day
in the ordinary course of commerce, and there
was nothing in the document in quostion
which could be fixed upon as of an ¢xception-
sl nnture. The money had been paid in cash
to the New York cftice by a parson or persons
who daly complied with all the forme, snd the
bill, which was n draft at sight, was perfectly
good. Thoe mauin custody was brought up
in due couree beforo the Magistrates, charged
with belog in pospcssion of the draft In o sus-
picious warrer, and was remanded from time
to time pending the inquiries made by the
polica., Duiring the period of hia Incarcera-
tion be mede cirtain statements which, co-
gether with the zcanty informatfon gloawed
by tho police, Jed to tne belfef tbat he was
connected with {he Fenlan organization in
New York, acd had been despatched to this
country upon business connected with the
movement. He was, moreover, to be fnliow-
ed by otber persons, and when all had joined
topethor the proceeris of ths drait wers to be
devoted t¢ the ohjects of the brotherhood,
B:yond these somewkhat vague ficty, the pol-
ice could avcerinin nothing, and as tho jar
ther detention ¢f the man did not appear to
be warranted onder tho circumstances o wus
set at liberty, but.kis movements will, no
doubt, be subjected to sarveillsnce with the
view to penetrute tho mystery which hay at
precevt befll:d solution.

ARMS FOR IRELAND.

'The Nt. Jumes Glazelte says:—¢"The prigo-
ner, Thomus Walah, was identilied by 8 num-
ber ot parsons ag A man who has from time to
time fo different parts of London, but princi-
pally in the porth, cccupled warchouses or
workehups siwilar to though smaller than
4ihe one in which the seizure was made. To
oimost all the persons from whom he rented
these places o told the same story—namely,
that ho wus the iuventor of a new lacquer,
whoich he ecould not at present eflord to
patent, and thut Le wishied for a place where
fis could svcretly cerry on hts manufacture,
[u each ceas, sbortly after ko had obtained
poBsssston of tho premisvs, crates aud ctees
pimilar to those in which the urms and Am-
mauition were found grrived. NMany of the
crateg, it hae bese pacertained by the police,
atter remsiving on the premives a short time,
wery convayed through the sgency of Messrs.
Cnaptin »nd other rallway carriers by the
Ureat Weetorn Rallway to Briztol and thence
shipped Lo Waterford and other placesin Ire-
Inne. Sluce the iarger premises were taken
ju Clmkonwell thess smuller cepots were
given up. Besides the ghamrock etamp, all -
the arms solzed have on them the letters and
numbers, such as (@ No. 2' snd & No, 2,’ and
thesw uro understood to 1efer to the countie3
aud districts to which it waalutended to send
thoin—G atandlng for Galway anpd L for
Limevick. The JDaily News says:— Al-
though the prisoner hived in very poor style
bo tuquentiy had in his possersion largs
sume of mwouey, but thess he aiwoya scrupul-
ously used in the puschase of arms and am-
mubition.
