THE FIRST LIGHTNING ROD.

If we are to beliave an Australisn paper the
first "lightnivg rod was not conmstructed by
Franklin, but by a monk of Senftenberg, in
Bohemia, named P’rohop Diwisch, who install
an apparatus the 15th of June, 1754, 10 the gar-
den of the curate of Prenditz (Moravia), ‘The
apparatus was composed of n pole surmounted
by an iron rod supporting twelve curved-up
branches, and terminating in a8 many metollic
buxes, filled with iron ore and closed by a box-
‘wood  cover, travarsed by twenty-seven sharp
iren points, which plunged at their base in the
iron ore. All the system was united to the
earth by a large chiain. Thé enemies of Diwiach,
jealous of his guccess at the couct of Vienna,
exeited the peasants of the locality against him,
and under the pretext that hiz lightning rod
was the cause ot the great drought, they made
him take down the lighbtning rod which he had
utilized for six years,” \What is moat curious is
the formn of this firet lightning rod, which was
of multiple points like the one which M. Mel-
son afterward invented.
