How StorMs Are MADE —Our earth only
receivea a smsll fract.onal part of the sun’s heat ;
but, whatever that may be in the yesr, raore or
less than the average, the entire surfuce of cur
earth must feel and be subject to the effects.
Anrd oae thing 12 certain—nomaly, that a year,
or series of years, of exceesive sun heat will
inevitably be yearn and seasors of excesstve
atmospheric diaturbances, becau-e increase of
heat will produce excess of eva,oration, excees
of electric action, and, necess.rily, vxcessive
precipitation ; and, during a prevalence of this
exceis of sun heat, there mu-t be aver limited
areas viclent sbormeboth sumrmer and winter.

When very luge arears of the atmoeplers
have been, by exces of heat, brcught into an
unequal state, as large arcas of lower stratum
of highly heated air nud vapor, which is also
intensuly eatectric, the coenditicas to produce
sandspouts, waterspouis, and tornndves are
fully ripe. The upper aud colder layer of the
atmosphere cannot cool the 1,wer highly heatad
and vapor ladened stratum so evenly and quickly
as to prevent venls in the form of funnels
forming from the lower stratum to the higher
stratun: aud causing a rupture which takes place
upward in o pipe Irom, ju-t as waterin a tank
or basin, having a bottrmn moans for discharge
by a pipe, flows out with & whirling motion—in
our northern hemisphere alwaya in direction of
the handa of a clock-—und so the heated, highly
electric an'! successiviy vapor Inden a*mowphers
breaks into the coli atmosphrre nbove when at
the level of the “dew puint” invisible vapor be-
comze visible, parting with its lasent heat, which
sorarifirs the a:vas to force some of the condensed
atmosphere in vi-ible cloud, mounting shousanda
of festabove thn condensad drw point and into
a region abore the highest p:aka of the highust
mountain.

Io fead this pipe, or, a3 in some casos, pipes,
the lower stratum flows in from all sides to
rotate and ascend with intensa velocity of steam
power, sufficens to producs all the disastrons
effecta of the wildest tornado, there being nlmost
o vacuum at the gronod or water live, as the
phenomencn may be on the land or over tho sea.
On the land trees are twisted and uprooted,
houses sre unroofed, solids various kinds are
lifted from the earth, and humio beings have
been blown awsy like dead leaves, ‘There
are also, records of railway wsgons having
being blown cff the raila.

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DISINFECTING WITH COFFHE.

Coff+e is a handy and harmless disinfactant,
Experiments hava been made in aris to prove
this. A quantity of meat was bungup in a
clased ronm until decompised, and shien achafing
dish was introduced and five hundred grammes
¢f 03ff:0 thrown on the fire, In a few minutes
the room was completely dieinfected. Iz an-
other room sulphuretted hydrogen and ammonin
were deve'oped and ninety grammes of coffes
destroyed the smell in about half & minute, It
is also atated that coifee deatroys the smell of
musk, castcerum and as:alcetida,

As a proof that the noxiodp smells are really
decomposed by the fumes of coffee and not
merely overpowered by them, it is stated :that
the firab vapors of the coffea were not amelled at
all, and are therefore chemically absorbed, while
the other smells gradually diminish as the fumi-
gation continues, . . .

The Lest way to effech this fumigation iz to
pound the coffes in a mortar and then strew it
on & nob irop plate, which, however, must not
be red hob. o
