Report of meeting held the 24 November.

There were also present at the meeting: Ald. Boyd and
Oscar Lavallée, K. C., City attorney, and M. O. Campeant,
Chief of Police.

Reverend Mr Pillette, parish priest, on behalf of the
delegation pointed out that an homologated line had been
laid out long ago, and that nothing had yet been done to
open said boulevard. He stated that a church was . built
on one side of the proposed boulevard and a school on
the other side, and that the delay in the opening of said
boulevard caused a considerable prejudice to the progress
of his parish.
