YOUR EXCELLENCY, June 30, 1966.

I have the honour to thank you for your note of June 30, referring to the
discussions between the representatives of the Government of the People'à
Republic of Bulgaria and the Government of Canada on consuliar matters and4
to confirm the agreement reached on the following points:

1. The Bulgarian and Canadianauthorities will give benevolent considera-
tion on humanitarian grounds to applications by persons admissible respectively
to Canada or Bulgaria who wish to emigrate in order te join members of their
faniilies i the other country.

2. Th~e Bulgarian authorities, when considering ini accordance with theiý
laws an application for release from Bulgarian citizenship of a person who hc'
acquired Canadian citizenship by naturalization, will take into account as
circumstance worthy of special cQnsideration the fact that the applicant IP a~
dual national norxnally resident in Canada. The Canadian authorities #il
accord complete reciprocity in corresponding cases.

3. A dual national (whether by birth or naturalization) of Bulgaria a1id
Canada who visits Bijigaria on a Canadian passport furnished with a Bulgain
visa or who visits Canada on a Bulgarian passport furnished wlth a Cadil
visa will net be denied permission to leave Bulgaria or Canada, respectively,Or,
the growid that h. osse the citizenship of the country vislted.

4. The Bulgarian and Canadian authorities will give symnpathetic consd'
ation te requests for permission to depart from Bulgarla or Canada respetely
received from dual nationals of Bulgaria and Canada (either born in Canada O
naturallzed in Canada) who have prevlously been residing permanentlY i
elther country and wish to transfer residence to the other.

5. The authorities of Bulgaria and Canada, in accordance wlth their reec
tive laws, will give sympathetic conuideration to any request by the authIi$d

rpeettive of the other for consular acceas te any citizen of Canada Or
Bulgaria who is detaine4 or arrested in the other country.

6. The Bulgarlan authorities wifl return te the Canadian authoritiesII
Canadian passports held by or surrendered to the Bulgarian authorities. In ilc
manner the Canadian authorities will return to the Bulgarian authoritiesal

Bugrian passports held by or surrendered to the Canadian authorties.
