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active involvement in the CD, he turned to thedescribing areas of Canada's 
CPD and noted that:

We have been involved in this, 
quite frankly, in a more low 
key fashion than on other 
issues, because there is always, 
in this case, someone who will 
press forward and protect our 
position. But obviously if 
anyone has any ideas on how to 
achieve a break-through, we 
would be receptive.10
