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Should this Programme be terminated or changed so as to affect services in-itiated under it, the Governments of Canada and the United States of America shallendeavour to provide for such services in the Schedules of the 1966 Agreement. Inany case, services initiated under this Programme shall be allowed to continue forat least one year from the date of such termination or change.

This Programme shall be in effect for three years from the date of the entryinto force of this Agreement unless terminated by either Contracting Party on sixmonths written notice to the other Contracting Party. The Contracting Party shallreview this Programme at the end of thirty months to determine whether it shouldbe continued, changed or terminated. Either Contracting Party may at any timerequest consultations on questions concerning the interpretation, application oramendment of this Agreement. Such consultation should commence as soon as prac-ticable but in any event not later than sixty days from the date of receipt of the requestfor consultation, unless otherwise agreed by the Contracting Parties.

In providing services under this Programme the operating airline or airlines shallbe subject to the obligations and entitled to the privileges embodied in Article III(d), VIII, IX, X, and XI of the 1966 Agreement.

If the foregoing is acceptable to the United States of America, I propose thatthis Note, which is authentic in English and French, together with your reply to thateffect, shall constitute an Agreement between our two governments which shall enterinto force on the date of your reply.
