6 Opportunities for Canadian 
Exporters 

Demand for imported matsutake is expected to 
increase in line with continued demand and 
reduced domestic production. However, the import 
potential could be affected by biotechnological 
progress in matsutake cultivation, which may be 
commercialized in the medium-term. The market 
for fresh champignon is expected to remain strong 
for the short-term but is likely to dwindle as more 
domestic producers move into the fresh market. 

The import demand for other varieties of mushrooms, 
such as dried shiitake, will likely continue to be met by 
Asian countries which have considerably lower 
production costs than Canada. 

Canada's image of wide open spaces, wildemess and 
fresh, natural food is an advantage in Japan. 
Canadian maple syrup and fresh salmon are well 
known and Canadian matsutake is also becoming 
popular. This favourable image and the forecasted 
market growth point to increased oppo rtunities for 
Canadian mushroom exporters in Japan. 
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
