NORWAY

31 August 1972
"Norway recognizes the competence of the Human Rights Committe e

referred to in article 28 of the Covenant, to receive and consider communications
to the effect that a State Party claims that another State Party is not fulfilling its
obligations under the Covenant ."

PERU

9 April 1984
Peru recognizes the competence of the Human Rights Committee to receiv e

and consider communications to the effect that a State Party claims that another
State Party is not fulfilling its obligations under the Covenant on Civil and
Political Rights, in accordance with article 41 of the said Covenant .

SENEGAL

5 January 1981
The Government of Senegal declares, under article 41 of the Internationa l

Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, that it recognizes the competence of the
Human Rights Committee referred to in article 28 of the said Covenant to receive
and consider communications submitted by another State Party, provided that
such State Party has, not less than twelve months prior to the submission by it of
a communication relating to Senegal, made a declaration under article 41
recognizing the competence of the Committee to receive and consider communi-
cations relating to itself.

SPAIN

25 January 1985
The Spanish Government declares, with reference to the provisions o f

article 41 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, that it
recognizes, for a period of three years starting on the date of the deposit of this
Declaration, the competence of the Human Rights Committee to receive and
consider communications to the effect that a State Party claims that another
State Party is not fulfilling its obligations under the Covenant .

SRI LANKA

11 June 1980
"The Government of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lank a

declares under article 41 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political
Rights that it recognizes the competence of the Human Rights Committee to
receive and consider communications to the effect that a State Party claims that
another State Party is not fulfilling its obligations under the Covenant, from
another State Party which has similarly declared under article 41 its recognition
of the Committee's competence in respect to itself ."
