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13. Status of Forces

The “Agreement between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty regarding
the Status of their Forces” signed in London on June 19, 1951, shall apply.

14. Supplementary Arrangements and Administrative Agreements

Supplementary arrangements or administrative agreements between
authorized agencies of the two Governments may be made from time to time
for the purpose of carrying out the intent of this Agreement.

The Acting Secretary of State for External Affairs presents his compliments
to the Ambassador of the United States of America and has the honour t0
refer to the Ambassador’s Note No. 259 of May 1, 1959 concerning the establish-
ment, maintenance and operation by the United States Government of Short-
Range Tactical Air Navigation (TACAN ) facilities in Canada.

The terms and conditions to govern the establishment, maintenance and
operation of these facilities in Canada proposed in the Ambassador’s Note and the
Annex to that Note are acceptable to the Canadian Government. The Canadial
Government, therefore, concurs in the Ambassador’s proposal that his Note
and this reply shall constitute an Agreement between the Canadian and United
States Governments, effective from the date of this reply.
