At the final meeting held on July 2nd, 1959, between the representativ
of the Government of Canada and the Government of Japan to draw upi
Agreement for co-operation in the peaceful uses of atoinic energy, the follow!
understandings were reached between the representatives of the two Gover:
ments:

(1) That, while the Agreement imposes no responsibility on either Go'
ernment or its governmental enterprises in respect of the matte
referred to in Article V 2 of the Agreement, their Government
governmental enterprises, as the case might be, would exercise thE
best efforts to ensure that any information and any equipment, f
cilities, inaterials, source material, special nuclear material and fu
supplied by them pursuant to the Agreement would be free fro
inaccuracies or defects;

(2) That adequate measures in respect to third party liability are necessa:
for supplying fuel and that, pending the adoption of mutually sati
factory arrangements in respect of third party liability, ad hoc arrai
gements may be required for any fuel supply transactions;

(3) That, in the case of return of identified material as envisaged
Article IV 4 of the Agreement, representatives of both Governmnel
shall consult with each other regarding an appropriate settiement
be made for the value of the returned material;

(4) (a) That should the practical application of the provisions contain,
in Article III(b) (iii), Article III(c), Article III(d), Article IV
or Article IV 4 of the Agreement result in any conflict with imui
provisions in the Statute of the International Atomic Eneri
Agency, the Agreement between the Goverunuent of Japan al
the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain al
Northern Ireland for co-operation in the peaceful uses of atofl.
energy, signed in London on June 16, 1958, or the Agreemec
