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The work of a mission abroad is:

(a) to conduct negotiations with the government to which
it is accredied;*

(b) to keep the home government fully informed of political,
or other developments of significance ini the country in
which it is servinýg;

(c) to watch over Canada's interests in the country;

(d) to serve Canadians in the country;

-(e) to make information about Canada available.

A constant f low of communications keeps the missions and the Department
in Ottawa in close touch on ail such matters.

Qualifications for the Service_

Those entering the external service of Canada do so on a career basis
under the menit system. Only Canadian citizens who have resided at least ton
years in Canada are eligible for admission.
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
