This Conference is the third in a series of conferences

which have been convened primarily for the purpose of discussing

governmental programmes of educational co-operation within the

Commonwealth, not education in the Commonwealth as such . it the

first conference held in Oxford in 1959, four types of co-operation

were recommended - a Commonwealth Scholarship and Fellowship Plan,

the training of teachers, the supply of teachers for service in

other Commonwealth countries and technical education . Developments

in these schemes were reviewed and new areas of co-operation

examined at a second conference held in New Delhi in January, 1962 .

Delegates to the Ottawa Conference will study progress that

has been made since the New Delhi Conference in present areas of

co-operation, including the provision of textbooks, rural education

and the holding of conferences of experts . limong new topic s

which will be discussed are the use of mass media in education,
